 The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield was called to 
order by Mayor Harriet Rosenthal in the Council Chambers of the Village Hall on Monday, June 
15, 2009 at 7:30 p.m.  The Clerk called the roll and announced that the following were:

and that a quorum was present and in attendance.  Also present were Village Attorney Peter 
Coblentz and Kent Street, Village Manager. 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/  Joan Reed, co-manager of the Deerfield Farmers 
FARMERS MARKET              Market, led those in attendance in reciting the  
      Pledge of Allegiance.  Ms. Reed reported that the 
15th season of the Farmer’s Market will begin this Saturday, June 20th and will take place every 
Saturday from 7:00 a.m. – 12:30 p.m. through October 17th, including July 4th. This year’s 
market will have more than 20 vendors, including some new ones.  The first special event, Be 
Green Day, will take place on June 27th.  Various organizations will offer exhibits and 
demonstrations of eco-friendly items.  Free, reusable market bags will be available.  On July 25th 
Stoney River will sponsor a rib cook off between the fire and police departments.  Individuals 
may vote by making a donation, with proceeds going to charity.  The winning sauce will be 
featured at Stoney River in August.  Grill Fest will take place on August 29th, and September 12th 
will be the fifth annual apple pie baking contest.  Most markets will feature entertainment.  There 
will also be a monthly raffle and Trustee in the Town.   
 
MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING Trustee Benton made a motion to approve the  
      minutes from the June 1, 2009 Board of Trustees 
meeting.    Trustee Farkas seconded the motion.  Mayor Rosenthal requested that the moment of 
silence in memory of David Wolff be reflected in the minutes.  The amended motion passed 
unanimously. 
 
BILLS AND PAYROLL   Trustee Seiden made a motion to approve the Bills 
      and Payroll dated June 1, 2009.  Trustee Struthers 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed by the following vote:

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TREASURER’S REPORT   Finance Director Bob Fialkowski presented  
      highlights from the Treasurer’s Report representing 
the first month of the fiscal year, through May 31, 2009.  He commented that the first month 
typically has some skewing because of items that are paid for the entire year.  He noted that the 
largest of these is the payment for worker’s compensation/general liability/property and casualty 
insurance, which occurred in May.  He reported that February sales tax receipts were low and, as 
usual, lagging three to four months behind.  He believes things are now looking up.  Mr. 
Fialkowski commented that the water and sewer revenues were lower than budget because 
people didn’t need to water during the wet spring.  Building permits appear low, based on 
projections, because there is one large permit expected next month for Takeda.  Mr. Fialkowski 
noted that the stock market has been improving, which is helping the Police Pension Fund.  He is 
hopeful this trend will continue. 
 
Trustee Seiden asked if the liability insurance premium increased a lot this year.  Mr. Fialkowski 
responded that there was a 16% increase due primarily to workers compensation claims. 
 
Trustee Benton asked if sales tax revenues increase as the price of gasoline increases.  Mr. 
Fialkowski responded that the amount did not seem to change substantially as the price of 
gasoline increased.   
 
Mayor Rosenthal asked when the Village needs to increase the amount paid for the Police 
Pension Fund to make up for the under funded liability.  Mr. Fialkowski explained that the 
Village has already started paying and has until 2034 to be fully funded.   
 
Trustee Oppenheim commented that administrative costs were substantial for sewer and water.  
Mr. Fialkowski explained that was due to 12-month insurance expenses that were allocated 
across operating lines.  Trustee Oppenheim asked about the engineering costs in the general 
funds.  Mr. Fialkowski commented that 12 months of GIS system costs are also allocated in the 
beginning of the year. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENT Zack Herman, a Bannockburn resident, explained 

he went through the Deerfield schools and came to  
comment on the proposed Green of Deerfield.  Mr. Herman believes having a green, gathering 
space is a wonderful idea, and he supports the Village taking pride in the downtown.  He 
commented that when he was in high school, his friends used to hang out at Deerfield and 
Waukegan Roads because there was nowhere else to go.  Mayor Rosenthal explained that  the 
proposed Green of Deerfield will be discussed at a Committee of the Whole meeting on July 27.

The variation if granted would permit the
construction of an attached garage to the existing single family residence with a 35 foot
front yard in lieu of the 37.88 foot front yard required by the Established Setbacks
section of the Deerfield Zoning Ordinance.

FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The subject lot of record is located in an R-3 Zoning District.

2. The subject property and lot of record consists of a trapezoidal shaped property
which converges in a narrowing manner prohibiting a detached structure in the
rear yard.

3. New construction on this property must comply with all applicable Codes and
restrictions.

4. The proposed 35’ front setback of the garage addition will comply with the 35’
building line of the underlining subdivision.

5. The proposed location and size of the garage be the minimum adjustment
necessary to accommodate a vehicle.

CONCLUSIONS

1. The requested variation is to accommodate a new single family residence.

2. This property has the only structure on the block without a garage.

3. The requested variation is the minimum adjustment necessary to provide a
reasonable attached structure for vehicle storage.

4. There were no objections to the petitioners request from the surrounding
property owners, one neighbor did speak in favor of the addition.

5. The proposed new structure will be at the required setback as the building line of
the underlining subdivision.

6. The petitioner and their representative addressed each of the seven standards
for a variation.

The Deerfield Board of Zoning Appeals held a public hearing on Tuesday, June 2, 2009 at
7:30 P.M. in the Village Hall Council Chambers, 850 Waukegan Road, Deerfield, Illinois, to
consider the request of Lisa Thuente, petitioner of 464 Grove Place., Deerfield, Illinois. The
petitioner is being represented by Mr. Robert Lizzo, of 7 S. Lake Ave. in Third Lake, Illinois,
Architect of the project. The petitioner is seeking relief from Article 2.02-D, paragraph 1, of
the Deerfield Zoning Ordinance for the property legally described as follows:

LOT 58 BROOKSIDE BEING A SUBDIVISION OF PART OF THE SOUTH HALF OF THE
NORTHEAST QUARTER OF SECTION 32, TOWNSHIP 43 NORTH, RANGE 12, EAST OF
THE THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, ACCORDING TO THE PLAT THEREOF RECORDED
NOVEMBER 17, 1955 AS DOCUMENT 889022, IN BOOK 33 OF THE PLATS, PAGE 63, IN
LAKE COUNTY, ILLINOIS

Said property is commonly known as 464 Grove Ave., Deerfield, Illinois.

The variation if granted would permit the construction of a garage addition to the existing
single family residence which would encroach approximately 2.88’ into the required front
yard setback of 35.0’ in lieu of the 37.88’ front yard required by the established setbacks
section of the Deerfield zoning ordinance.

Robert Speckmann called the hearing to order at 7:30 P.M.

Proof of notification was presented and all those wishing to testify were sworn in. A copy
of the legal notice was incorporated into the minutes.
The clarification on the street name and differences as to whether the names of drive or
place and avenue are to be used.

It was noted that the newspaper notices were not included in the notifications as well as a
map from GIS was not included.
Mr. Robert Lizzo introduced himself and preceded explain the request for an addition of
single car garage and began to explain and address all the standards necessary for the
variation request.

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Mr. Lizzo stated that the uniqueness of the property being trapezoidal and that the side
property lines converge to the narrow rear yard of 25’ ; he added that part of the unique
aspect of the property is it being adjacent to a school, next to an open space not affecting
any adjacent properties. Mr. Lizzo explained that the shape of the house and the shape of
the lot would prohibit a detached structure in the rear yard. The last point of uniqueness
is the 10’ utility easement which interferes with the area of the lot and increases the
narrowness of the lot impeding that portion of the lot which may be used to build upon.

Mr. Lizzo indicated that the property owner bought the property with the conditions as
they exist therefore was not self imposed. The request and approval will not be for gaining
of any monetary value for the homeowner, the owner plans on living in the house and
constructing the garage for her, the request would be for convenience and safety. Mr.
Lizzo indicated that the petitioner is asking for the minimum adjustment necessary due to
the location of the easement and the building not detrimental to the property, extending
out to the original building setback of 35’ which is the subdivision standard.

Mr. Lizzo pointed out that throughout the neighborhood there are some homes which have
the minimum setback of 35’ from the property line and this proposal would not be
detrimental to the public welfare, due to the minimum height that’s being proposed and
location of house and because there is no residence next to where the proposed addition
there is no imposition to natural light and ventilation of a neighboring property. Mr. Lizzo
stated that this proposed addition would not be detrimental to the neighborhood, this
would improve the neighborhood. They would match the roof line and brick in the front
and make it compatible with the rest of the house. Adding that the traffic that does use the
street during peak times would benefit by not having a vehicle parked in the street.

Lisa Thuente of 464 Grove addressed the board with her request for variation to provide an
attached garage to her existing single family residence. Ms. Thuente’s stated that her
request is based on safety and security for having an attached garage. Chairman
Speckmann asked Mr. Kessel if he had any questions for the petitioner. Mr. Kessel asked if
the proposed improvement would be on the utility line /easement. Mr. Lizzo said
confirmed that it was very close, but still on private property, considering the fact there is
the parking lot of the school is next door, did not feel that it was a real issue.

Mr. Kessel further questioned and asked if there were any other homes on the block that
do not have a garage. Lisa Thuente replied she is the only one on the block without a
garage, adding that if the utility easement did not exist, there would be no reason for the
request for variance. The reason for the request is due to placement of the structure to
accommodate a car into the garage. The structure needs to be built forward of the existing
building to be useful. Mr. Adams asked for clarification that the improvement would be
within the setback of 35 ft which is the standard for this district.

Mr. Hansen was asked to clarify how front yard set backs are determined, Mr. Hansen
began to explain that the minimum front yard for the zoning district is taken into
consideration, and this case is within the R-3 district, the front setback is 25 feet; also the
building line if applicable within the subdivision is taken into account; and is 35 feet for
this particular lot; lastly, there is the average set back of an established block.

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Mr. Hansen explained that the most restrictive front set back would prevail, which is the
average in this case. If the average calculation were to be taken out of the equation the
request for variation would not be needed. Ms. Scott asked Mr.Lizzo if the roof line of the
single story brick residence would remain the same as the existing house. Mr. Lizzo replied
that their goal was to try and make it look like it was built that way from day one and
match the brick on the front of the house as if it belongs there.

Chairman Speckmann asked Mr. Hansen what the minimum side yard setbacks are in
that district. Mr. Hansen replied that the minimum is 8’ and the total must equal 20’ for
R-3 district, and that the side yard set backs meet the minimums. Mr. Speckmann
questioned further the front yard set back minimums and how they are determined. The
three methods in determining the front set back are: the district minimum district
standard, the recorded building line of the subdivision and the average front yard of the
block which in this case measures to 37.88 feet. Mr. Ken Birchard introduced himself and
resides at 508 Grove; Mr. Birchard is the neighbor north of the subject property. Mr.
Birchard stated that he is in favor of the request for the small addition of a garage and
encourages the board to grant her request.

Chairman Speckmann asked if anyone in the audience care to speak to the issue and
closed the information gathering portion of the meeting, and asked that everyone stay for
deliberations in case there are any additional questions.

Mr. Kessel motioned to recommend the approval of the requested variation as presented.
Along with Mr. Adams who seconded the motion, to grant the variation, the vote was:

Chairman Speckmann advised the petitioner this matter would be before the Mayor and
Board of Trustees at the Monday, July 6, 2009 meeting at 7:30. He suggested the
petitioner be present at the meeting to answer any questions the Board might have of the
deliberation. He also indicated that a representative from the Board of Zoning Appeals
would be present as well. There being no further business to discuss, the hearing was
adjourned at 7:47 PM.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

As a result of the June 12, 2009 bid opening, the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) plans to award
the construction contract for the Wilmot Road Infrastructure Rehabilitation Project to A-Lamp Concrete
Contractors, Inc. in the amount of $2,292,644.95. Out of six bidders, A-Lamp Concrete Contractors, Inc. was
the low bidder, the highest being $2,897,000. The original engineer’s estimate for the project was approximately
$2,900,000. We believe that the early letting date and strained condition of the economy contributed to the large
number of bidders and favorable prices.

The project limits are Wilmot Road from Gordon Terrace to Deerfield Road. The work is scheduled to begin in
late July and be completed by December 2009. The Village of Deerfield was successful in procuring up to a
maximum of nearly $1.45M in “Economic Stimulus Funding” through the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act (ARRA). Motor Fuel Tax (MFT) funding, $494,000, will also be used to offset the local
share of the cost of construction.

The scope of work includes traffic signal replacement (for the school crossing near Wilmot and Hackberry),
water main replacement, and roadway rehabilitation. Wilmot Road will be closed to southbound traffic for
approximately four months to facilitate the work. A detour route has been established and will be in place as the
work commences. Wilmot School will be accessible off of Wilmot Road for northbound traffic only but will
have full access off of Deerfield Road. Location and detour maps are attached and can also be viewed on the
Village website (www.deerfield.il.us) by clicking on the “Construction Updates” icon located on the home page.

The Director of Public Works and Engineering recommends that the Mayor and Board of Trustees approve

On June 29, 2009, seven sealed bids for the 2009 Street Rehabilitation Project were publicly opened and read
aloud. The results of the bid opening are as follows:

The contract for the project has been broken into three alternates due to funding issues. The alternates are
described below. The contractors were required to bid on all three alternates.

Alternate A: Roadway patching, roadway grinding and resurfacing, small drainage structure repair/replacement,
PCC curb and gutter replacement, pavement striping, and sidewalk removal/replacement–all at various locations.
This alternate, originally estimated to be nearly $750,000, proposes the utilization of $300,000 in State funding
approved as part of the Amendment to House Bill 313, passed by the Illinois General Assembly on May 31, 2009.
The status of the funding that will be provided by Bill 313 is still pending, but is expected to be made public in
early July with the approval of the 2009-2010 state budget. When the additional funding becomes available, the
Village may choose to increase the amount of work performed under this Alternate.

Alternate B: Roadway patching, roadway grinding and resurfacing, small drainage structure repair/replacement,
PCC curb and gutter replacement, pavement striping, and sidewalk removal/replacement–all at various locations.
This alternate, originally estimated to be nearly $510,000, is similar in scope to Alternate A but proposes a lesser
quantity of work to be performed and is designed to utilize corporate funds only.

Alternate C: Roadway patching, roadway grinding and resurfacing, PCC curb and gutter replacement, pavement
striping– for the intersection of Lake Cook Road and Waukegan Road. The Department of Public Works and
Engineering has requested “Extraordinary Maintenance” funds from the Illinois Department of Transportation to
cover the cost of construction. If funding becomes available, this work will be performed by the selected
contractor and facilitated by in-house staff.

The Director of Public Works and Engineering recommends that the contract for the 2009 Street Rehabilitation
Project, Alternate A, be awarded to Chicagoland Paving Contractors, Inc. (low bidder) in an amount not to exceed
$439,974.50.

Greg Greenhill Construction Co. is the low bidder on Alternate C. Currently, they are the contractor for our
ongoing Waukegan Road Widening Project which began in 2008. Staff believes that it would not be in the best
interest of the Village to award Greg Greenhill Construction Co additional work at this time. Accordingly, the
Director requests tentative award of Alternate C to Meridian Construction Co., Inc. (second lowest bidder) in an
amount not to exceed $298,544.60.

On Monday, July 6, 2009 at the regularly seheduled meeting of the Mayor and Board of
Trustees, the Police Department will seek Board authorization to enter into a lease
funding agreement with the Northeastern Illinois Regional Crime Laboratory.

BACKGROUND
Deerfield is eurrently and has been a member of the lab sinee its ineeption more than 35
years ago. Membership in the lab offers forensie serviees in a timely manner to the
Department and eommunity. The lab was initially struetured as a Not-for-Profit
Corporation and remained as sueh until 2005 when member ageneies executed
Intergovernmental Agreements ereating the Northeastern Illinois Regional Crime
Laboratory (NIRCL) as an Intergovernmental Cooperative. As a Cooperative the Lab was
able to aehieve reeognition as a unit of loeal government and became eligible for direet
serviees from the Federal Bureau of Investigations. The Lab also beeame more effeetive
in seeuring grants to offset eapital and operating expenses.

Additionally the Lab was housed in the Highland Park Poliee Department sinee ineeption
in the early 1970's. Through the generosity of Highland Park, the lab was able to
maintain spaee at that loeation until 2004. At that time Highland Park opened a new
poliee faeility and the lab found it neeessary to find new space, Extensive review by a
eommittee made up of members of the lab determined leasing property would be the best
option. Spaee was found in Vernon Hills and each member ageney agreed to pay $3,000
annually for a period of five years. The Deerfield Village Board agreed to those terms on
June 22, 2004. The eurrent agreement is set to expire whieh neeessitates the signing of a
new agreement. Attaehed is a eopy of the proposed agreement for a new five year period
with the annual eost remaining at $3,000 per year. This amount has been budgeted.

RECOMMENDATION
It is the reeommendation of the Poliee Department that the Board of Trustees authorize a
Lease Agreement with the Northeastern Illinois Regional Crime Lab for a five year
period with a eost not to exceed $3,000 on an annual basis.

AGREEMENT

This Agreement entered into this _________ day of _________________

2009 by and between Northeastern Illinois Regional Crime Laboratory an Illinois

Intergovernmental Agency (hereafter referred to as “NIRCL”) and_________________,

a municipal corporation or legally organized county (hereinafter referred to as

“Governmental Entity”).

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Governmental Entity has participated as a member of NIRCL;

WHEREAS, NIRCL requires a location to perform the services as required to

carry out the duties of the NIRCL; and

WHEREAS, NIRCL is required to enter into a lease agreement for a period of at

least five (5) years for a facility or the period of the lab’s lease. The current lease expires

in 2010.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenant, undertakings and

obligations hereinafter stated, it is hereby agreed by and between the parties as follows:

1.) That the NIRCL create a Facilities Fund, the exclusive purpose of which

will be to handle monies used to lease, maintain, repair, construct or

otherwise sustain the physical plant and facility used by the NIRCL

2.) Governmental Entity hereby agrees to pay to NIRCL the sum of Three

Three thousand dollars ($3000.00) annually payable when a Governmental

Entity joins the NIRCL either for five years or when the lease expires. This

sum may be alternatively paid in one lump sum payment for the duration of



the lease to complete the financial obligation of the Governmental Entity

under this agreement.

3.) Said Governmental Entity shall be liable for payment of this sum

notwithstanding its continued use of NIRCL forensic services.

4.) That this Agreement shall go into effect upon ratification and approval of

this Agreement by seventy-five percent (75%) of the population base of

the NIRCL member-agencies who are members of the NIRCL on

May 1, 2009.

5.) That such payment is due upon joining the NIRCL as either a lump sum

or an annual payment.

6.) That this Agreement will be reviewed at the end of the lease. Renewal

will be recommended to the Governmental Entities following the review

but no later than ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the Agreement.

7.) That subject to paragraph 6, this Agreement shall be renewed at the

beginning of each five (5) year lease period; such renewed Agreement to

provide for any required adjustment of the facility fee based on the new

lease contract.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

In April 2006, the Village of Deerfield entered into a contract with McDonough Associates, Inc., for the
preparation of engineering design documents for water main replacement and relocation along Lake Cook Road
between Pfingsten Road and Ellendale Road. The original contract amount was for $120,500 and included water
main design and traffic signal design. Since award of the contract for engineering design services, the scope of
the Cook County Highway Department (CCHD) Lake Cook Road Reconstruction Project has increased. This
adjustment in scope complicates the water main relocation and creates many significant changes to the original
design contract.

In December 2008, the Village of Deerfield conducted inspections on the bridges that fall within the project
limits. As a result of the inspection, it was determined that two bridges (Pfingsten and Lake Cook Road) under
the jurisdiction of the Village require minor repair. The Pfingsten Road Bridge carries Pfingsten Road over the
West Fork of the North Branch of the Chicago River. The Lake Cook Road Bridge carries Lake Cook Road over
the West Fork of the North Branch of the Chicago River. The Department of Public Works and Engineering has
requested that the CCHD include the bridge repair in the Lake Cook Road Reconstruction Project. Including the
bridge repair in the contract will minimize impacts on residents and will provide better construction pricing.
McDonough and Associates, Inc. has submitted a supplement to their original contract to determine the exact
location of the repairs, verify the extent of the repairs, prepare plans, special provisions, and cost estimates for
an amount not to exceed $39,000.

CCHD has repeatedly revised the location of proposed utilities, such as Commonwealth Edison transmission
lines and gas mains, which has affected the Village’s water main design. As a result of the changes in the scope
of work, and the relocation of other private utilities, design efforts have increased. The proposed Supplement
will provide additional design hours for the consultant to complete the work as approved by the CCHD.

CCHD is planning to award the contract for the Lake Cook Road Reconstruction Project late this year and
construction will likely span two construction seasons. To reduce the possibility of delaying the Lake Cook
Road Reconstruction project further, the Director of Public Works and Engineering recommends that the Mayor
and Board of Trustees approve the Supplement for Design Engineering Services to McDonough Associates,
Inc., for an amount not to exceed $39,000. McDonough Associates, Inc., is currently preparing design plans for
the Lake Cook Road Water Main Replacement Project and the Deerfield Road Underpass Project and has
successfully completed work for the Village in the past.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

The Pfingsten Road Lift Station was installed in 1991 and serves a number of office buildings on the
southeast corner of Pfingsten and Lake Cook Road. The lift station houses two pumps that push sanitary
sewage to a discharge manhole on Lake Cook Road where it can then gravity flow to the Wastewater
Reclamation Facility. In 2007, the original pumps were approaching the end of their useful life and were
replaced with the same type of pump for $4,100.

In the summer of 2008 the pumps started to experience significant plugging resulting in numerous
emergency call-outs. Staff attributes the problem to C-fold towels and rags being discharged into the sewer
system. The Village set up meetings to have the property owners present their action plans to prevent
reoccurring impairment of the sanitary sewer. Since that time, the frequency of the problems has been
reduced. However, staff believes the replacement of the existing pumps with chopper style pumps is a more
reliable long-term solution. Therefore, staff received the attached proposals from Illinois Pump, Inc. and
Gasvoda & Associates, Inc. for two chopper style pumps. Following is a summary of the proposals:

 Illinois Pump, Inc. Weil Slicer Pumps $13,986
 Gasvoda & Associates Inc. BJM Shredder Pumps $ 9,980

Each vendor has exclusive distribution rights in this area for the proposed equipment. After reviewing the
two proposals, staff is recommending the installation of the Weil Slicer Pumps from Illinois Pump, Inc.
Although the Weil Slicer Pumps are more expensive, staff believes this brand of pump better fits the needs
of the Pfingsten Road Lift Station. The BJM Shredder Pump passes solid material through the pump
whereas the Weil Shredder Pump cuts solids into pieces. The Weil Pump operates so that down line
blockages are less likely as solids do not pass through the pump. Additionally, representatives from Illinois
Pump came to the site to evaluate the existing pumps and control panels prior to preparing their quote. Staff
has worked with Illinois Pump, Inc. in the past and is satisfied with their service and support.

The Director of Public Works and Engineering, along with the WRF Superintendent, request that the Board
waive the formal bidding procedure and authorize the purchase of two Weil Slicer Pumps from Illinois
Pump, Inc. for the Pfingsten Road Lift Station for an amount not to exceed $13,986.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

The Wastewater Reclamation Facility (WRF) has accumulated approximately 2,200 cubic yards of dried
sludge which must be disposed of in accordance with Illinois Environmental Protection Agency requirements.
The sludge has accumulated in the drying beds from normal operations. $40,000 has been budgeted for the
removal of the sludge this year.

The WRF Superintendent requested proposals from four companies that are known to provide these services in
northern Illinois. Three companies responded as follows:

Proposals: Unit Price
Per Cubic Yard

1) Dahm Enterprises – Wonder Lake, Illinois $18.10
2) Stewart Spreading – Sheridan, Illinois $18.25
3) Synagro – Normal, Illinois $23.25

2008 Unit Price: $16.75

Dahm Enterprises provided the lowest unit price proposal for labor, equipment and technical expertise
necessary for the loading, transportation and land application of dewatered biosolids (sludge) from the storage
area at the WRF. Dahm Enterprises has over thirty years of business and hands-on experience in
transportation of commodities and waste handling, serving industrial and agricultural sectors in logistics and
trans-loading needs. Dahm Enterprise has previously provided proposals for the sludge hauling and was
awarded the contract six years ago. Staff was satisfied with their work and look forward to working with them
on this project. Staff checked their references with municipalities and farmers; all with positive feedback.

The Director of Public Works and Engineering and the Wastewater Reclamation Facility Superintendent
request that the Village Board waive the formal bidding procedure and award the 2009 sludge removal
contract to Dahm Enterprises at the unit price of $18.10 per cubic yard not to exceed $40,000.
