On December 21,2009 at the regularly scheduled meeting of the Mayor and Board of
Trustees, the Police Department will be seeking passage of an ordinance authorizing the
sale and disposal of surplus property owned by the Village of Deerfield.

Background

The property to be disposed of is detailed in the attached ordinance, specifically "Exhibit
A". The property being disposed of is related to the purchase of new squad cars and
related equipment.

One squad car will be sold to the Village of Cambridge, Wisconsin and one to the Village
ofWonder Lake, Illinois at a price of $5000.00 each. The price is based on the average
sale price of similar vehicles at government auction, including some surplus items not
removed at the time of equipment transfer.

\VHEREAS, the Deerfield Police Department owns certain items of personal property

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF

SECTION 1: The President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield do hereby

It is the



intent of the corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of

this Ordinance should be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall

supersede state law in that regard within its jurisdiction.

SECTION 6: That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its

passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

Subject: Authorization to Award Contract for the Wilmot Road Sanitary Lift Station Rehabilitation

Project

Action Requested: Award Contract to Bowen Engineering Corporation (NTE $79,597)

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

The Wilmot Road Lift Station is located at 1190 Wilmot Road and houses four submersible pumps, motor
control center and backup utility generator. It was constructed in 1989 to replace a small “can” lift station on
the same site. At that time, the station was upgraded with larger “wet-weather” pumps for use with higher
flows. The proposed improvements include modifications to the lift station piping and valves to create a
bypass connection in order to use a portable pump in an emergency. In addition, a service slop sink and safety
eyewash station are included, the pump rails will be replaced and the discharge piping in the valve vault
repainted.

EarthTech/AECOM was contracted to design the improvements and assist with approving the equipment to
be installed. The project was advertised and bids were opened on December 15, 2009. The Department of
Public Works and Engineering received the following seven bids for project:

After careful review of all bids and reference checks by staff, it was agreed that Bowen Engineering
Corporation presented the best price for all of the work to be performed. Staff believes that Bowen
Engineering Corp. has the experience and capability to perform this work and will provide a quality product
for the Village. If approved, staff will provide construction oversight and anticipates breaking ground
sometime in January 2010. The budgeted amount for this project was $130,000 in the Infrastructure
Replacement Fund FY2009-10 and following final design, the engineer’s cost estimate was $94,800.

The Director of Public Works and Engineering and WRF Superintendent request that the Board the contract
for the Wilmot Road Sanitary Lift Station Rehabilitation Project to the low bidder Bowen Engineering
Corporation for an amount not to exceed $79,597.
