August 3, 2009 
 

 The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield was called to 
order by Mayor Harriet Rosenthal in the Council Chambers of the Village Hall on Monday, 
August 3, 2009 at 7:32 p.m.  The Clerk called the roll and announced that the following were:

and that a quorum was present and in attendance.  Also present were Village Attorney Peter 
Coblentz and Kent Street, Village Manager. 
 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE   Mayor Rosenthal led those in attendance in reciting  
      the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 
DOCUMENT APPROVAL   Trustee Oppenheim made a motion to approve the 
      minutes from the July 20, 2009 Board of Trustees 
meeting.  Trustee Struthers seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
 
BILLS AND PAYROLL   Trustee Benton made a motion to approve the Bills  
      and Payroll dated August 3, 2009.  Trustee 
Oppenheim seconded the motion.  The motion passed b the following vote:

REPORT ON DEPARTMENTAL  Chief Sliozis reviewed Department statistics for the 
OBJECTIVES – POLICE DEPARTMENT   first six months of the year and noted that most   
      categories were consistent with previous years.  He 
mentioned the number of calls for service was slightly lower and index crimes, which are more 
serious, dropped from 112 to 98.  Chief Sliozis noted the number of burglaries increased from 
nine last year during the same period to 17.  He also noted that traffic citations were down 
slightly, as were accidents.  Injury accidents were substantially decreased from last year as well. 
 
Chief Sliozis discussed significant events that occurred during the first six months of 2009.  In 
March, the Department made an arrest for the October 2007 murder of Rhoni Reuter.  Last 
month, the Department was notified by the International Association of Chiefs of Police that they 
would receive the Michael Shanahan Award for Excellence for the public-private emergency 
planning efforts with corporations such as Takeda.  Chief Sliozis recognized Commander Rick 
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Weil for his work in this regard.  Chief Sliozis reported that the Department would look into 
replacing a substantial amount of radio equipment before the end of the year to comply with new 
FCC requirements.  Trustee Struthers asked if the new equipment would help the Department 
better communicate with neighboring communities.  Chief Sliozis explained the new equipment 
would use lesser band width but would have little impact on the communication. 
 
Trustee Jester asked if there was any report on gang activity.  Chief Sliozis noted that as gangs 
transition, there has been less graffiti, which has made it less of an indicator.  He mentioned the 
Village had one case of graffiti that may have been gang related.  He believes that case was due 
to people passing through the community rather than gang activity in Deerfield.  Chief Sliozis 
noted there was an upswing of gang activity within Lake County and they are trying to work 
with it regionally.  Trustee Jester asked if the Department is familiar with gang signs.  Chief 
Sliozis explained the officers are trained in gang signs, but the gangs have been more discrete in 
their attire.  He noted the Department would continue to train and keep up on gang trends.   
 
Trustee Struthers asked if there has been any difference in drug use.  Chief Sliozis explained 
Deerfield’s drug problems are consistent with neighboring communities and other communities 
throughout the country.  Deerfield’s drug issues are no better or worse than other communities.   
 
Trustee Oppenheim asked Chief Sliozis if he noticed any new trends or disturbing things over 
the past six months.  Chief Sliozis responded that underage drinking is still an issue, even though 
efforts continue to address it.  Trustee Oppenheim expressed disappointment because there has 
been so much education, as well as local tragedies, and there is still a problem.  Chief Sliozis 
noted the problem is not unique to Deerfield.  Mayor Rosenthal noted that a District 113 group is 
working on educational materials that will go out to both parents and students.  The group 
consists of parents from Highland Park and Deerfield High Schools, municipal representatives 
and area clergy, as well as staff from the Lake County Health Department.  The group is 
preparing information for parents on how to discuss substance topics with their children.   
 
Trustees discussed the Wilmot Road construction project.  Chief Sliozis noted the Village will 
assist the school as it communicates information to parents about the construction.   
 
Mayor Rosenthal reported that she received several compliments about the Dateline NBC 
program that aired Friday night about the arrest of Marni Yang.  She thanked the Police 
Department for their hard work.  .

AUTHORIZATION TO PURCHASE  Village Engineer Bob Phillips reported that IDOT 
NEW FRAMES AND COVERS FOR has awarded the contract for the resurfacing of 
THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD  Waukegan Road between Central and North  
UTILITY STRUCTURES     Avenues to Peter Baker Construction Co. Inc.  The  
      scope of work for the project includes roadway 
grinding and resurfacing, pavement patching, detector loop replacement for traffic signals and 
pavement striping.  IDOT has allowed the Village to have and maintain Village sanitary sewers 
and water mains in the right-of-way.  Staff reviewed roadway man hole frames and covers and 
received quotes for the 112 that need to be replaced.  As IDOT’s contract includes adjustment of 
the Village’s frames and covers, the cost to the Village would be for materials only.  The 
Director of Public Works and Engineering would like to waive the formal bidding process and 
authorize the purchase of frames and covers for the Village’s utility structures from East Jordan 
Iron Works, Inc. in an amount not to exceed $20,980.     
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Trustee Struthers made a motion to waive the formal bidding process and authorize the purchase 
of new frames and covers for Village utility structures from East Jordan Iron Works, Inc. in an 
amount not to exceed $20,980.  Trustee Benton seconded the motion.   
 
In response to a question from Trustee Oppenheim, Mr. Phillips confirmed that the frames and 
covers need to be replaced because of normal wear.

AUTHORIZATION TO PURCHASE  Director of Public Works and Engineering, Barbara 
GRINDER PACKS FOR DEEP SEWAGE Little, reported there are three influent sewage 
LINE AT THE WASTEWATER  lines with sewage grinders that enter the  
RECLAMATION FACILITY  Wastewater Reclamation Facility.  The deep sewer 
      line from the east side is the largest line.  Ms. Little 
advised that the Village replaces the grinder pack every three years.  JWC Environmental is the 
proprietary manufacturer for this region.  Staff budgeted $25,000 for the purchase but anticipates 
receiving a credit of approximately $3,000 if the existing grinder pack can be remanufactured.  
JWC Environmental quoted $17,308 for the grinder pack with shipping.  She requested that the 
Board waive the competitive bidding process due to the proprietary supplier and authorize the 
purchase of grinder packs for the deep sewage line at the Wastewater Reclamation Facility from 
JWC Environmental in an amount not to exceed $17,308. 
 
Trustee Benton asked if the credit was included in the total.  Ms. Little explained the credit was 
not included in the total as it would be determined when the grinder’s condition is known.  
Trustee Jester asked if the grinder packs were incorporated into the new WRF design.  Ms. Little 
explained the new design will have screens instead of grinder packs.   
 
Trustee Struthers made a motion to waive the competitive bidding process and award the 
contract for the grinder packs to JWC Environmental in an amount not to exceed $17,308.  
Trustee Benton seconded the motion.  The motion passed by the following vote:

DISCUSSION 
 

VIDEO GAMING MACHINES  Trustee Struthers asked if staff had received any 
      additional information about video gaming 
machines.  Mr. Coblentz is not aware of any progress from the gaming authority, but he is 
putting together an ordinance for Board consideration.  Mr. Coblentz added that once the State 
regulations are in place, absent a Village prohibition, operators could submit applications to be 
licensed by the State.  Trustee Seiden thought the Village had a law that prohibited gaming.  Mr. 
Coblentz explained that the Village has several prohibitions on coin operated machines and 
gambling devices but the definitions do not directly apply.  He recommends that the Village 
Board adopt an ordinance if it desires to prohibit the machines, to remove any doubt.     
 
RIB COOK OFF    Mayor Rosenthal noted that the Saturday before  
      last, the Police and Fire Departments had a rib cook 
off at the Farmer’s Market, and the Police Department won.  Mayor Rosenthal thanked Stoney 
River for sponsoring the event and congratulated the Police Department on their victory.  She 
noted that Stoney River would feature the Police Department recipe on their August menu.   
 
NEXT MEETING    Mr. Street noted that the next meeting will be  
      held on Monday, August 17th and trustees will 
further consider design features related to the Village Green proposal along Deerfield Road. 
 
ADJOURNMENT    There being no further business to discuss, the  
      meeting was adjourned at 8:08 PM.

Subject: Discussion of Proposed Village Green & Parking along Deerfield Road 
 
Background 
At the conclusion of the July 27, 2009 Committee of the Whole meeting, the Board 
requested staff to prepare a report to advance consideration of improvements for the 1.7 
acre Village property along the north side of Deerfield Road, just west of Waukegan 
Road.  This was in response to the NW Quadrant Advisory Committee recommendation 
for a Village Green, with adjacent parking and sustainable elements, as well as off-site 
parking improvements to Park Lane to accommodate the parking needs of area uses.  As 
the Board is aware, the Plan Commission has recommended approval of the proposal, 
with some modifications, and the VCDC had recommended against the proposal. 
 
July 27, 2009 C.O.W. Discussion 
During the Board’s 7/27/09 discussion, several proposal elements appeared to be well 
received by the Board, while others a mixed response.  While needing Board 
confirmation, staff is suggesting that the following components were supported by a 
majority of the Board: 
 
1a) The appearance of the site needs to be significantly improved; 
 
2a) It should be expected that in the near term (5 to 10 years), development (commercial, 
retail, residential or institutional) will not take place on the Village property; 
 
3a) Integration with access and parking for the commercial properties to the east, First 
Presbyterian Church property to the north and Deerfield Park District property to the 
northwest is strongly preferred; 
 
4a) Costs need to be reduced significantly for the project; 
 
5a) Truck deliveries for the commercial properties to the east need to be accommodated 
off of Waukegan Road and not compromise the safety of children using the 1st 
Presbyterian Church day care (Christian Beginnings) or the Community Center; 
 
6a) Trees should be added along the commercial properties to the east, the Deerfield 
Road frontage and the AT&T building to the west; 
 
7a) Improve access lanes & add clear traffic controls at the Jewett Park Drive intersection 
with the entrance to the Village property ( SE corner of the Community Center); 
 
8a) Add a new 5-foot sidewalk along Jewett Park Drive adjacent the AT&T property; 



NWQ Village Properties 
August 13, 2009 
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9a) A safe and well defined pedestrian access way should be provided from Deerfield 
Road north to the Jewett Park Community Center and extended north along the west side 
of the Village Hall and Library properties when feasible; 
 
10a) Cost sharing for improvements should be pursued with the commercial properties to 
the east; 
 
11a) Relocate overhead utilities underground where feasible, within budget; 
 
12a) Sustainable elements and features (porous pavers, rain gardens, low maintenance 
landscaping) should be used where feasible, within budget. 
 
Please note that these items 1a-12a need to be confirmed by the Board as it gives 
direction going forward for further proposal development.   
 
Several other elements received mixed reviews by the Board and need further discussion, 
modification and confirmation if appropriate: 
 
1b) To better serve the adjoining uses, more parking spaces (25-30%) should be provided 
on the Village properties adjacent Deerfield Road than the 75 included in the Village 
Green recommendation; 
 
2b) Additional parking, defined traffic lanes and pedestrian crosswalks, as well as traffic 
calming design features should be added to Park Avenue between Jewett Park Drive and 
Hazel Avenue; 
 
3b)  Already existing or underutilized public gathering places should be promoted and 
used for the proposed additional activities rather than construct a new permanent one; 
 
4b) Develop project staging plan so that elements are added over a multi-year (3-5) 
period for budgeting purposes; 
 
5b) Sustainable elements and educational components should be added as sponsorship or 
grant funds become available. 
 
If the Board can determine which of the preceding project elements and guiding 
directions should be pursued, staff will work to develop alternatives that address the 
desired combination.  As the consultant teams have expended their allotted time on the 
project to date, they will not be present for Monday’s discussion.  Staff looks forward to 
the Board’s discussion of this important and sensitive matter.

SECTION 7: That this Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act

of a home rule municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms

contrary to the provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or, (b) legislate in a

manner or regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law. It is the intent of the

corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance

should be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law in

that regard within its jurisdiction.

SECTION 9: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage ,

approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

SUBJECT: Request for Board Action ~. Mobile Data Computers

On August 17, 2009 at the regularly scheduled meeting of the Mayor and Board of
Trustees the Police Department will be seeking authorization for the purchase of in-car
Mobile Data Computers.

BACKGROUND

On May 18, 2009 the Board authorized the purchase of marked squad police vehicles to
replace the current fleet. The vehicles are on order with an anticipated September 2009
delivery date. As part of the fleet replacement the Department will also be replacing tbe
in-car Mobile Data Computers currently in use. These computers are used for
communication between the officer on the street and the emergency dispatch center. It is
also through the use of these computers that officers can access other law enforcement
related data from State and Federal agencies. The current computers are approximately
four years old and have begun to show signs of routine "wear and tear" which has
necessitated the replacement of screens, keyboards and other items no longer covered by
warranty. The computers have historically been replaced when the fleet of vehicles is
upgraded.

These items have been budgeted for and are part of the Vehicle Equipment Replacement
Fund (VERF) account utilizing funds from E 9-1- I revenues as authorized by the
Emergency Telephone Services Board (ETSB). The items requested are Panasonic
Toughbook CF30 laptop computers with the State Bid for theses items currently being
held by CDS Office Systems (contract # 8291640).

The replacement and installation of the computers will also require the purchase of
docking stations (the stand in which the computer is placed) and antennas that will allow
communication with the cellular frequency. The State Bid for these items is also held by
CDS Office Systems. These items are budgeted for as part of the Department's VERF
account and original vehicle replacement.



RECOMMENDAnON

The Department is requesting Board authorization to purchase fourteen Panasonic
Toughbook CF30 laptop computers from State Bid holder CDS Office Systems at a cost
not to exceed $57,498.

The Department is also requesting authorization to purchase nine docking stations and
antennas from State Bid holder CDS Office Systems at a cost not to exceed $8,596.

It is my recommendation that the Board authorize the above detailed purchases.

SUBJECT: Request for Board Action - Copier Lease Agreement

On August 17,2009 at the regularly scheduled meeting of the Mayor and Board of
Trustees the Police Department will be seeking authorization to enter into a three year
lease agreement for two copiers department use.

BACKGROUND

In July 2006, the department entered into a (3) year lease agreement with aCE North
American for (2) copiers. These copiers were utilized in records and administration. The
technology associated with these copiers enabled us to incorporate it into the
department's network, thereby allowing us to share copiers, document scanner, fax
machine and printer. This significantly reduced the number ofprinters and fax machines
used in each section. As of July 2009, the lease agreement terminated for the current
equipment. Lease pricing was solicited from aCE and United Business Solutions. aCE's
(3) year lease pricing was significantly less than that of United Business Solutions. The
lease would include replacing the copier in records and administration. The new
technology will allow us to continue networking the machines for copier sharing, faxing,
print sharing, color printing and color scanning. It will also allow us to remove a stand
alone color copier and fax machine in records.

RECOMMENDAnON

It is my recommendation that the Board authorization a (3) year lease agreement with
aCE North America at a cost not to exceed $10,824.00. Additional costs of per copy will
be incurred over the life of the agreement at .07 cents for color and .009 for black and
white. Based on previous usage an approximate additional cost of $4,375 may be
incurred.

Basis, up to the Budgeted Amount of $200,000

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

The Water Department has been purchasing Badger water meters and equipment from Midwest Meter Inc., for
approximately ten years. The Village previously purchased directly from Badger, but the company no longer
offers this service. Midwest Meter Inc., is the area distributor and the only local source for the Badger meters
and Orion meter reading system used by the Village. They are a dependable supplier with excellent customer
service.

The Board may recall that during the 2008/09 budget discussions, staff increased the request for water meters
from $90,000 to $200,000. With the additional Water Meter Reader hired in 2007, staff has the ability to install
approximately 80 meters a month (provided we have the supply) compared to the 20 meters per month installed
previously. Staff anticipates installing about 980 Orion systems a year― this number will fluctuate somewhat 
as we get into the larger, commercial systems. The entire system would be completed in 3 to 4 years. The Orion
meter installation program was originally chosen to obtain more frequent and accurate meter readings from
residential as well as commercial accounts.

The benefits of purchasing and installing more meters per year are twofold. First off, the remote reading system
increases accuracy. This reduction in reading error will improve customer relations with billing. Secondly, the
Orion system frees up our meter readers, allowing them to tackle other responsibilities. Currently, our readers
must annually obtain over 500 final readings and deliver over 700 delinquent notices, all in addition to reading
over 2200 meters monthly. The savings in time and expense that are possible will become more evident as
more of the system is fully integrated.

The 2009 overall cost for residential meters has remained the same from last year. However, the commercial
meters have increased by approximately 8% but are less frequently installed. The Village replaces roughly two
commercial meters per month.

The Director of Public Works requests that the Board waive the formal bidding procedure and authorize the
purchase of water meters and associated supplies from Midwest Meter Inc., on an as-needed basis, up to the
budgeted amount of $200,000.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

As part of the Village’s continued effort to preserve mature elm trees and ensure the growth of younger sapling
elm trees, staff proposes to continue using the services of Urban Forest Management (UFM) for the 2009 Dutch
Elm Disease (DED) survey and public Ash Tree Study.

UFM has performed the DED survey for the past four years in an effort to stop the widespread disease.
Following is a summary of the previously completed surveys:

Year
# of Diseased Trees

Identified & Removed Comments
2005 403 This includes trees along the creeks
2006 518 219 trees were on park & school district properties
2007 249 119 were on residential property & 50 were on Village-owned property
2008 237 158 were on residential property & 34 were on Village-owned property

Overall, residents, commercial property owners and other agencies have been supportive of the program and
have cooperated with the Village.

No other bids were requested for this year’s survey based on our excellent working relationship with UFM staff
and their familiarity with the Village’s geography, data format and inspection requirements, as well as study
procedures. UFM’s expertise is also used for the Village’s ongoing tree protection and permit review process.

Last year, the Village spent $10,240 for the DED survey, including an ash tree condition survey and follow-up
review. The not-to-exceed contract amount for 2008 was $15,800, but total costs were less due to the fact that
some follow-up inspections were completed by our engineering staff.

At the Village’s request, UFM submitted a proposal for this year’s survey with a total cost not to exceed
$15,800. A copy of their proposal to complete this work is attached.

The Director of Public Works and Engineering requests that the Board waive the competitive bidding process
and award the contract for the 2009 Dutch Elm Disease Survey and Ash Tree Study to Urban Forest
Management, Inc., in an amount not to exceed $15,800.

3. After a 30-day removal period has expired, re-visit sites to verify tree removals
have been completed. A list of diseased elm trees still standing will be provided to
the Village in the Excel spreadsheet format.

1. Assign a 2-person crew to conduct a Dutch elm disease survey based on visual
observations made by driving the Village's approximately 80 - 83 centerline miles
of roadway and provide a summary report listing trees by address. Public trees and
private trees in both residential and commercial areas identified as having Dutch
elm disease will be marked in the field with red paint. Data collected will include
general location (front yard, rear yard, side yard) and estimated D.B.H. Data will be
provided to the Village in the Excel spreadsheet format. The Village should
provide an address map to U.F.M. by quadrant so the location of the diseased trees
can be added.
