RESEARCH AND RESTRICTED INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT

WHEREAS, Takeda Pharmaceuticals North America, Inc. (“Owner”), being the owner of a certain 

70.4 acre tract of property located at the northeast quadrant of Saunders Road and Lake-Cook Road and 

legally described on Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof (the “Subject Property”), has 

petitioned  the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield pursuant to the provisions of Article 6.01-C, 

Paragraph 5, Articles 12.09-C and 12.09-F, and Article 13.11 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of 

Deerfield, and pursuant to the provisions of a certain Annexation Agreement by and between the Village of 

Deerfield and the Owner dated January 18, 2005 (the “Annexation Agreement”), for approval of a 

Preliminary and Final Development Plan for a childcare center for Takeda employees as an amendment to 

the Takeda Park Industrial Planned Unit Development heretofore approved as a Special Use of the Subject 

Property in the I-1 Office, Research and Restricted Industrial District; and, 



 

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield held a public hearing on May 

6,  2010 to consider Owner’s proposed Preliminary and Final Development Plan for the development 

of an approximately 20,280 square foot, one-story childcare facility with capacity to accommodate 

approximately 200 children as an amendment to the Takeda Park Industrial Planned Unit 

Development heretofore approved as a Special Use of the Subject Property in the I-1 Office, 

Research and Restricted Industrial District, said hearing being held pursuant to public notice and 

conforming in all respects, in both manner and form, with the requirements of the statutes of the 

State of Illinois and the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield; and, 

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield, after considering the 

proposed Preliminary and Final Development Plan for construction of said childcare facility, 

together with the evidence and supporting materials offered at said public hearing, submitted its 

written report to the Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield recommending approval of the 

Preliminary and Final Development Plan for the development of an approximately 20,280 square 

foot, one-story childcare facility for Takeda employees with capacity to accommodate approximately 

200 children, including a modification to the requirements of the Deerfield Zoning Ordinance to 

allow children’s play equipment/structures to be located within the required 50-foot rear year of the 

Subject Property, all as an amendment to the Takeda Park Industrial Planned Unit Development 

heretofore approved as a Special Use of the Subject Property in the I-1 Office, Research and 

Restricted Industrial District; and, 

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees concur in the recommendation of the Plan 

Commission and are of the opinion that said Preliminary and Final Development Plan for the Takeda 

childcare facility should be approved as an amendment to the Takeda Park Industrial Planned Unit 

Development heretofore approved as a Special Use of the Subject Property in the I-1 Office, 



 

Research and Restricted Industrial District, authorizing and permitting the construction, 

development and use of said childcare facility in accordance with said Preliminary Final 

Development Plan and in accordance with the evidence and supporting materials submitted by the 

Owner which are incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference, including 

modifications to the requirements of the Deerfield Zoning Ordinance as specified herein; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF 

TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD, LAKE AND COOK COUNTIES, ILLINOIS, in 

the exercise of its home rule powers, as follows: 

SECTION 1: That the above and foregoing recitals, being material to this Ordinance, are 

hereby incorporated by this reference and made a part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth herein. 

SECTION 2: That the President and Board of Trustees do hereby find that the Preliminary 

and Final Development Plan for an approximately 20,280 square foot, one-story childcare facility for 

Takeda employees with capacity to accommodate approximately 200 children, including a 

modification to the requirements of the Deerfield Zoning Ordinance to allow children’s play 

equipment/structures to be located within the required 50-foot rear year of the Subject Property 

(collectively, the “Childcare Facility”), fully complies with the requirements and standards set forth 

in Article 6.01-C, Paragraph 5, Articles 12.09-C and 12.09-F, and Article 13.11 of the Zoning 

Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield. 

SECTION 3: That the President and Board of Trustees do hereby authorize and approve the 

Preliminary and Final Development Plan for the Childcare Facility as an amendment to the Takeda 

Park Industrial Planned Unit Development heretofore approved as a Special Use of the Subject 

Property in the I-1 Office, Research and Restricted Industrial District authorizing and permitting the 

construction, development and use of an approximately 20,280 square foot, one-story childcare 



 

facility for Takeda employees with capacity to accommodate approximately 200 children, including 

a modification to the requirements of the Deerfield Zoning Ordinance to allow children’s play 

equipment/structures to be located within the required 50-foot rear year of the Subject Property, 

subject to the conditions, regulations and restrictions set forth in Section 4 of this Ordinance.  

SECTION 4: That the approval and authorization of said Preliminary and Final 

Development Plan authorizing the construction, development and use of the Childcare Facility as an 

amendment to the Takeda Park Industrial Planned Unit Development is hereby granted subject to the 

following conditions, regulations and restrictions to the extent that they apply to such Childcare 

Facility:  

 A. That the construction, development and use of the Subject Property shall be in 
 accordance with the documents, materials and exhibits comprising the Final Development 
 Plan for the Childcare Facility attached hereto and made a  part hereof as Exhibit B. 
 

 B. Owner’s initial and continued compliance with the provisions of Ordinances 
O-05-18, O-06-41, O-07-31 and O-09-05, and with the Final Development Plan for the 
Takeda Park Industrial Planned Unit  Development heretofore approved for the Subject 
Property, as amended. 

 
 C. That the Owner of the Subject Property shall fully and completely comply with all of 
 the terms and conditions set forth in that certain Annexation Agreement by and between the 
 Village of Deerfield and Takeda Pharmaceuticals North America, Inc. dated January 18,  
 2005.   
 
 D. Owner’s initial and continued compliance with this Ordinance and with all applicable 
 provisions of the Development Code and Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield. 
 
 E. Full and complete compliance with all of the terms and conditions set forth in the 
 Development Agreement by and between Takeda Pharmaceuticals North America, Inc. and 
 the Village of Deerfield, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit C. 
 
 F. All representations submitted and made by Owner to the Plan Commission and to the 
 President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield. 
 

SECTION 5: That the corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield do hereby approve 

the Development Agreement for the Childcare Facility, a copy of which is attached hereto Exhibit C, 



 

and the Village President and the Village Clerk be and they are hereby authorized and directed to 

execute said Development Agreement for and on behalf of the Village of Deerfield. 

 

SECTION 6: That the Final Development Plan for the Childcare Facility, hereby authorized 

as an amended Special Use of the Subject Property in the I-1 Office, Research and Restricted 

Industrial District, shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the Owner and Owner’s 

successors, grantees, transferees and assigns. 

SECTION 7: That the Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to record this 

Ordinance in the office of the Recorder of Deeds of Lake County, Illinois at owner’s expense. 

SECTION 8:  That this Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act 

of a home rule municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms 

contrary to the provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or, (b) legislate in a 

manner or regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law.  It is the intent of the 

corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance 

should be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law 

in that regard within its jurisdiction.

  A REAL ESTATE OFFICE AT 656 DEERFIELD ROAD

 WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield held a public hearing on May 

13, 2010 to consider the application of Koenig & Strey and the owner of the property commonly 

known as Deerfield Shoppers Court (collectively referred to herein as the “Applicant”) for approval of 

a Class A Special Use to permit an approximately 1,600 square foot real estate office to be established 

at 656 Deerfield Road in Deerfield Shoppers Court, which is legally described on Exhibit “A” attached 

hereto (the “Subject Property”), in the C-1 Village Center District; and,  

 WHEREAS, said public hearing was held pursuant to public notice duly given and published 

as required by law and conforming in all respects, in both manner and form, with the requirements of 

the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield; and, 

 WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield, after considering the testimony, 

documentary evidence and supporting materials offered at said public hearing, filed its report with the 

President and Board of Trustees containing its written findings of fact and recommendation that the 

requested Class A Special Use for a real estate office at 656 Deerfield Road be authorized as a Special 

Use of the Subject Property in the C-1 Village Center District pursuant to Article 13.11 and Article 

5.01-C, Paragraph 1, Subparagraph p, with the following special conditions, regulations and 

restrictions: (i) no mortgage company or title company shall be established or operating on the 
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premises; (ii) no regional meetings of real estate agents shall be conducted on the premises; (iii) no real 

estate closings shall occur on the premises; and (iv) real estate agents shall not be permitted to park in 

the front parking lot of the Subject Property; and,  

 WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield have determined 

that the proposed Class A Special Use of the Subject Property fully complies with the requirements 

and standards set forth in Article 5.01-C, Paragraph 1, Subparagraph p, and Article 13.11 of the Zoning 

Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield, and that the best interests of the Village will be served by the 

authorization and granting of said Special Use as provided herein, subject to and in accordance with 

the plans and supporting materials submitted by the applicant which are incorporated herein and are 

made a part hereof by this reference;  

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF

In April of 2009 the Village of Deerfield received proposals from qualified engineering consultants to
complete a preliminary, Phase I, report in preparation for the rehabilitation and/or reconstruction of two
bridges. The first of the two bridges, the Central Avenue Bridge, is located on Central Avenue approximately
2,200 feet west of Elm Street. The Central Avenue Bridge carries Central Avenue over the West Fork of the
North Branch of the Chicago River. The second bridge, the Juniper Court Bridge, is located on Juniper Court
between Cedar Street and Arbor Vitae Road. The Juniper Court Bridge carries Juniper Court over the West
Fork of the North Branch of the Chicago River.

Each bridge has had an official Illinois Department of Transportation inspection within the past 2 years that
indicated structural deficiencies. As a result of the inspections the bridges qualify for federal cost
participation through the Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Program (HBRRP). The HBRRP
provides Federal funding to cover engineering and construction expenses for highway bridges that are owned
and maintained by local agencies, with up to a maximum of 80% (Federal) / 20% (Village) cost match.

The consultant selected, URS Corporation, has prepared a preliminary, Phase I, report to outline the extent of
the deficiencies and determine whether the bridges could be rehabilitated or if they will require full
reconstruction. The Phase I report was presented to the Illinois Department of Transportation in June 2010,
and the Village of Deerfield has received notice to begin the design phase, Phase II. The official scope of
work will include the full reconstruction of the Central Avenue Bridge and rehabilitation of the Juniper Court
Bridge.

Recently, the Illinois Department of Transportation has approved the Preliminary Engineering Services
Agreement for Federal Participation and a draft Local Agency Agreement for Federal Participation for each
of the bridges allowing the Village to enter the design phase. The design engineering fees for the projects
outlined in the Agreements are $55,108.31 for the Central Avenue Bridge and $39,756.26 for the Juniper
Court Bridge. Design engineering is eligible for the 80% (Federal) / 20% (Village) cost match, leaving the
total Village cost participation to be $11,021 for the Central Avenue Bridge and $7,951 for the Juniper Court
Bridge. The maximum Federal participation is $44,087 for the Central Avenue Bridge and $31,805 for the
Juniper Court Bridge, which is outlined in the attached Local Agency Agreements for Federal Participation.

As part of the agreement, the Village will pay the up front cost for engineering and request reimbursement,
up to 80%, from the Illinois Department of Transportation. The Department has budgeted $80,000 in the FY
2010-2011 budget for Phase I and Phase II engineering. Our current schedule will allow the projects to be
bid as separate contracts in January of 2011, on an Illinois Department of Transportation letting, allowing for
construction to begin in the spring of 2011.

The Agreements were reviewed by Staff and the Illinois Department of Transportation. It was determined that
the services outlined in the proposal will be comprehensive and cost effective. The URS Corporation is an
international, multi-disciplined design firm and one of the largest architectural, engineering, environmental,
and program management companies in the world. The URS Corporation is pre-qualified for consulting
services by the Illinois Department of Transportation and has been working in the Chicago area for over 50
years. More recently, URS successfully performed the Phase I, Phase II, and Phase III engineering services
for the 2009 Bridge Rehabilitation Project which included the rehabilitation of the Wilmot Road Bridge and
the Hazel Avenue Bridge.

The Director of Public Works and Engineering recommends the acceptance of the Preliminary Engineering
Services Agreements, with the URS Corporation in an amount not to exceed $94,864.57, and acceptance of
the Local Agency Agreements for Federal Participation.
