(ARC) during the board meeting held on November 22, 2010.  Please accept these four 
packages as our submitted for the  Board of Trustee’s & Mayor meeting to be held on 
December 6th, 2010.   
 
1. Exterior Design Elevation: 

Revision: a.  Removed the brass railing along the windows 
b.  Lightened up the color of the awning on the rendering to reflect the 

color of the actual material. 
c.  Updated the rendered landscaping at the entry to reflect revised 

landscaping specification as noted on the ‘Landscape Specifications’. 
2. Exterior Design Elevation – Rear: 

Revision: a.  New sheet added to the presentation as requested by the ARC.  
   b.  Exterior service door & dumpster door color matches existing building 
3. Exterior Finishes: 

Revision: a.  Provided clarification on awning fabric color. Two tones provided. 
Upper awning color is ‘Canvas Cornsilk’ and lower awning band color is 
‘Salmon’.  

4. Landscape Specs: 
Revision:  a.  ARC suggested a smaller version of the Juniperus family. We 

proposed a small shrub that grows to the height of 24” to 36”.

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  Appearance Review Commission 
 
Meeting Minutes                                                       November 22, 2010 
 
A meeting of the Appearance Review Commission was held on Monday 
November 22, 2010 at 7:30 p.m. at the Village Hall Conference Room, 850 
Waukegan Road, Deerfield, Illinois.  Ch. Dick Coen called the meeting to order at 
7:30 p.m.

3.  D.C. Sarnies, 649 Lake Cook Road – site, building and sign improvements, 
preliminary review 
 
Robert LaPata, Managing Partner with D.C. Sarnies, Lillian Reyes-Brahar, 
Project Coordinator with Aria Group Architects, Inc., Rick Campbell with Doyle 
Signs Inc. and Stu Rosen, Vice President of Highland Baking Company were 
present.  The Commission discussed the building exterior.  Mr. Rosen showed 
the proposed exterior changes to the former Bennigan’s Restaurant building.  
They propose replacing the awnings with new, Sunbrella buttercup colored 
awnings on the north and west elevations.  There would be some reclaimed 
wood plank siding on the building.  They propose a zinc color reclading of the 
canopy roof above the entry door.  They will reuse the light fixtures and pole 
lighting.  The brick and exterior doors will be reused as well.  They propose 
adding an outdoor dining area on the east side.  The existing landscaping will be 
filled in and updated.   
 
Ch. Coen asked whether the façade changes would continue on the south and 
east elevations.  Mr. Rosen explained the south elevation is a working area and  
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the east area will be their proposed outdoor dining area.  Mr. LaPata noted the 
awnings would be brought into the outdoor dining area as well.  Ms. Reyes-
Brahar noted the wood siding would be sealed.  It is an outdoor product.  She 
believes it brings a warm look to the building.  Mr. LaPata noted the wood 
paneling would be brought into the inside of the building as well.  Ch. Coen 
asked whether the awning was two colors.  Ms. Reyes-Brahar explained the 
propose having a 12” wide darker, horizontal strip on the bottom of the awnings.   
 
Mr. Rosen showed the proposed patio on the east side.  There is currently one 
building entrance into the proposed patio and they propose adding a second 
entrance.  The area will be fenced off using brick piers with light fixtures on top.  
Mr. LaPata noted the fence would also use 3’ high black wrought iron with a gate 
and planter boxes between the brick piers.  They propose having umbrellas on 
the outdoor tables, in the same colors as the awning canopies.   
 
Mr. Ehlke likes the proposed changes including the color pallet and wood siding.  
He expressed concern about bird nesting in the awnings.  Ms. Reyes-Brahar 
stated they have not had that issue in the past.  Mr. Ehlke asked if the awnings 
would be illuminated.  Ms. Reyes-Brahar believes there is sufficient lighting 
without illuminated awnings.  Ch. Coen asked about the reclading of the canopy.  
Ms. Reyes-Brahar ensured it would be reclad not repainted.  Mr. Ehlke asked 
what was on the bottom of the windows.  Mr. LaPata stated that would be clad 
with the silver-gray metal.  Ch. Coen noted the window sills should be clad with 
black metal to match the frames.  He questioned how the metal bar, shown in the 
drawings, would be clad.  He believes it will be tough to make it look good.  Ms. 
Chaitman suggested removing that bar and patching the holes.  Mr. Rosen 
stated it would be removed.   
 
Mr. Milani believes the elevation is bold and colorful.  He questioned the 
landscaping because a detailed landscaping plan is not in the packet.  Ms. 
Reyes-Brahar stated it was combined with the floor plan.  Mr. Milani expressed 
concern about the proposed juniper, as it grows six feet high and six feet wide.  
He recommended replacing the juniper with a smaller evergreen plant; one that 
would grow to a maximum height of 24” – 36”.  Ch. Coen noted the gutters would 
be painted in the gray/silver color.  The service doors would be painted to match 
the adjacent surface, a gray color.   
Mr. Shachter asked whether there would be lighting on the patio.  Ms. Reyes-
Brahar stated they propose lighting the umbrellas, keeping the pier lighting and 
adding wall sconces.  The tree areas would also be uplit.  Ms. Reyes-Brahar 
noted they would replace the existing wall sconces and would bring the 
information to the next meeting.  The illumination would be 60 watt halogen 
bulbs.   
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The Commission discussed the proposed building signage.  Mr. Rosen noted 
they propose two building signs; one on the front, with the dc attached to the 
building and the Sarnies around the top of the canopy.  Mr. Campbell explained 
the dc letters would be internally illuminated channel letters and the Sarnies 
would follow the radius curve.  The letters would be stand up letters with wire 
attaching it to the canopy top.  They would be slightly raised from the canopy top 
sitting on a 4” high raceway.  The trim caps and returns will be black.  The letters 
would be internally illuminated.  There would also be a building sign on the west 
elevation.  That sign would be externally illuminated.  The sign is aluminum with 
exterior grade vinyl that would be painted with acrylic mono-urethane paint.  The 
letters for the Sarnies and Restaurant would be raised ¼ inch with the sides 
being black.  The illumination will be LED from an outdoor straight arm sign 
lighter. 
 
Mr. Campbell showed the pylon sign replacement faces on the east and west 
sides of the two pylon signs.  The proposed design change was necessary to 
accommodate the panel shape.    
 
Ch. Coen noted a variance would be required because Sarnies would not be 
mounted on the wall.  Ch. Coen believes it would almost be considered two 
signs.  Ms. Spagnoli explained the Plan Commission recommendation and the 
ARC input via the minutes would be brought before the Board of Trustees at the 
December 6, 2010 meeting for a possible sign modification.  Ch. Coen likes the 
sign and believes it is elegant without being over the top.  He noted this would 
help change the image of the existing building.  Mr. LaPada noted the Aria Group 
creates beautiful restaurants.  Ch. Coen noted the Sarnies would create an 
obstruction for the DC.  Mr. Shachter stated that the view from Lake Cook Road 
would be at a greater angle than what is shown.  He understands why the letters 
cannot be put onto the wall, because the letters would be obscured.  Mr. Milani 
believes the two sign facades create a lot of depth.  He likes the idea and how it 
is pulled together.  Mr. Shachter noted the DC was above the roof deck.  Ms. 
Spagnoli explained the Ordinance was put into place to prevent large façade 
additions for the purpose of adding signage above the actual roof.  Ms. Chaitman 
believes the sign is tasteful and does not have any objections to the exterior 
improvements or signage.  Mr. Shachter believes the signage will be sharp.  Mr. 
Kanter likes the signage.  Ch. Coen noted this does set a precedent, which the 
Commission may have to work through in the future.  Mr. Ehlke noted that Lake 
Cook Road is lower, creating a valid reason for the variance.  Ch. Coen 
summarized that the Commissioners like the sign as presented. 
 
Ch. Coen noted the sign on the west elevation was not internally illuminated.  Mr. 
Kanter believes it creates a classier look.  Mr. Milani believes the sign is in scale 
with the façade.  Mr. Kanter asked if there is an issue with the raised letters.  Mr. 
Campbell believes the quarter inch raised letters would create a slight shadow.   
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Mr. Ehlke noted the sign would not be three dimensional.  The DC would be flush 
with the sign face.  Mr. Campbell noted the colors of the signage would match 
the awning colors.  In the light, however, it may appear different.  The intention is 
to match the awning colors, however.  Mr. Campbell noted the sign would be a 
vinyl, digital print applied onto the metal face.  It will appear like a sheet of metal.  
The material, made by 3M, is sealed for outside use.  It should last ten years.  
The material will also be laminated with a UV protection film.  Mr. Campbell noted 
the mounting clips would be concealed within the sign.  Ch. Coen noted the 
returns would be the same color as the background.  The Commissioners like the 
proposed wall sign for the west elevation.  Ch. Coen noted the sign would be 
centered horizontally between the two downspouts.  It is the same place as the 
existing Bennigan’s sign.  Ch. Coen noted the façade would be cleaned and 
patched to like-new condition.   
 
The Commissioners discussed the shared Lake Cook Road monument signs.  
Mr. Campbell noted the entire panel would illuminate, except the opaque black, 
and would be flat.  The illumination would be horizontal-mounted fluorescent 
bulbs.  Ch. Coen stated the bulbs should be relamped.  Mr. Rosen noted that is 
not in the lease, but they would speak with the building owners.  Mr. Shachter 
noted there would be two signs, with different panel positioning.  Mr. Rosen 
stated that is how it is right now.  He noted this is a geographically-challenged 
site, because the building is not highly visible.  Mr. Shachter noted that Teddy 
Fabz is doing very well.  
 
Mr. Rosen stated he would submit a rear elevation for the Commission’s next 
meeting.  Ms. Spagnoli noted the landscaping changes should also be 
addressed.

 TOM & EDDIE’S RESTAURANT AT DEERFIELD SQUARE  

(740 WAUKEGAN ROAD) 
 
______________________________________________________________________________ 
 
 WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield has held a public hearing on the 

joint application of CRM Properties Group, Ltd., the owners of the Deerfield Square Shopping Center, 

and Tom & Eddie’s restaurant (collectively referred to herein as the “Applicants”), for: (i) approval of 

a Class B Special Use authorizing the establishment and operation of a Tom & Eddies restaurant in the 

property commonly known as Suite 103 at 740 Waukegan Road and legally described on Exhibit “A” 

attached hereto (the “Subject Property”), and (ii) for approval of an amendment to the Deerfield Square 

Commercial Planned Unit Development to permit minor changes to the exterior of the building located 

on the Subject Property in the Deerfield Square Commercial PUD in the C-1 Village Center District;  

and, 

 WHEREAS, said public hearing was held on August 26, 2010 pursuant to public notice given 

in the time and manner provided by law, and conforming in all respects, in both manner and form, with 

the requirements of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield; and, 

 WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield, after considering the testimony, 

documentary evidence and supporting materials offered at said public hearing, filed its report with the 

President and Board of Trustees containing its written findings of fact and recommendations that: (i) 

the requested Class B Special Use be authorized pursuant to Article 13.11 and Article 5.01-C, 

Paragraph 2, Subparagraph a(3) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield to allow a Tom & 
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Eddie’s restaurant to be located, established and operated on the Subject Property in the Deerfield 

Square Planned Unit Development in the C-1 Village Center District, and (ii) an amendment to the 

Deerfield Square Commercial Planned Unit Development be authorized pursuant to Article 13.11 and 

Article 5.01-C, Paragraph 2, Subparagraph i of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield to 

allow modifications to the building on the Subject Property, including a new outdoor patio dining area 

enclosed by 3-foot, 6-inch tall removable railings matching the railing designs used in Deerfield 

Square, a new door on the west elevation of the building to provide access to the new outdoor patio 

dining area, new extruded aluminum wall louvers for intake and exhaust vents in the west elevation of 

the building, and new roof screens matching the building’s existing metal finishes to be installed on the 

west elevation of the roof to screen new roof top air conditioning mechanical units, all as an 

amendment to the Deerfield Square Commercial Planned Unit Development in the C-1 Village Center 

District; and,  

 WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield have determined 

that the proposed Class B Special Use for the Subject Property fully complies with the requirements 

and standards set forth in Article 13.11 and Article 5.01-C, Paragraph 2, Subparagraph a(3) of the 

Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield, and that the best interests of the Village will be served 

by the authorization and granting of said Special Use as provided herein, subject to and in accordance 

with the plans and supporting materials submitted by the Applicants, which are hereby incorporated 

herein and made a part hereof by this reference; and, 

 WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield have determined 

that the proposed amendment to the Deerfield Square Commercial Planned Unit Development to allow 

modifications to the building located on the Subject Property fully complies with the requirements and 

standards set forth in Article 13.11 and Article 5.01-C, Paragraph 2, Subparagraph i of the Zoning 
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Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield, and that the best interests of the Village will be served by 

authorizing and approving an amendment to the Deerfield Square Commercial PUD as provided 

herein, subject to and in accordance with the plans and supporting materials submitted by the 

Applicants, which are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof by this reference; 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF 

TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD, LAKE AND COOK COUNTIES, ILLINOIS, in 

the exercise of its home rule powers, as follows: 

 SECTION 1:  That the above and foregoing recitals, being material to this Ordinance, are 

hereby incorporated and made a part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth herein. 

 SECTION 2: That the President and Board of Trustees do hereby affirmatively find that the 

proposed Tom & Eddie’s restaurant, hereby authorized as a Special Use of the Subject Property in the 

Deerfield Square Commercial Planned Unit Development in the C-1 Village Center District, fully 

complies with the requirements and standards for Class B special uses set forth in Article 5.01-C, 

Paragraph 2, Subparagraph a(3), and Article 13.11 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of 

Deerfield, and that the proposed amendment to the Deerfield Square Planned Unit Development to 

permit modifications to the exterior of the building located on the Subject Property fully complies with 

the requirements and standards set forth in Article 5.01-C, Paragraph 2, Subparagraph i and Article 

13.11 of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield.. 

 SECTION 3: That the President and Board of Trustees do hereby authorize and approve the 

establishment and operation of a Tom & Eddie’s restaurant on the Subject Property as a Class B 

Special Use of the Subject Property in the Deerfield Square Commercial Planned Unit Development in 

the C-1 Village Center District, subject to the conditions, regulations and restrictions set forth in 

Section 5 of this Ordinance. 
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 SECTION 4: That the President and Board of Trustees do hereby further authorize and 

approve an amendment to the Deerfield Square Planned Unit Development in the C-1 Village Center 

District to permit renovations to the exterior of the building at 740 Waukegan Road, including a new 

outdoor patio dining area enclosed by 3-foot, 6-inch tall removable railings matching the standard 

design railings used in Deerfield Square, a new door on the west elevation of the building to provide 

access to the new outdoor patio dining area, new extruded aluminum wall louvers for intake and 

exhaust vents, and new roof screens on the west elevation to screen the new roof top mechanical units 

and matching the building’s existing metal finishes, subject to the conditions, regulations and 

restrictions set forth in Section 5 of this Ordinance. 

 SECTION 5: That the approval and authorization of said Class B Special Use for the Subject 

Property and said amendment to the Deerfield Square Commercial Planned Unit Development is 

granted subject to the following additional conditions, regulations and restrictions: (i) the construction, 

development, maintenance and use of the Subject Property for said Special Use shall be in accordance 

with the floor plan, signage plans and supporting materials attached hereto and made a part of this 

ordinance as Exhibit B hereof, (ii) compliance with all documents, supporting materials and exhibits 

filed in support of the application, and with the terms of this Ordinance; (iii) compliance with all 

representations made and submitted by the Applicants to the Plan Commission and to the President and 

Board of Trustees in connection with the application; (iv) compliance with the requirements of the 

Appearance Review Commission; (v) continued compliance with the requirements of the Deerfield 

Square Redevelopment Agreement dated February 9, 1998, as now or hereafter amended; (vi) 

continued compliance with the requirements of the Deerfield Square Planned Unit Development, as 

amended, which remains in full force and effect except as modified by this Ordinance; and, (vii) 
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compliance by the Applicants with all other applicable provisions of the Zoning Ordinance of the 

Village of Deerfield. 

 SECTION 6: That the Special Use as hereby authorized and the amendment to the Deerfield 

Square Commercial Planned Unit Development for the Subject Property as hereby authorized shall be 

binding upon and inure to the benefit of the Applicants and Applicants’ successors, grantees, 

transferees and assigns, and any violation of the conditions herein set forth by the Applicants or their 

successors, grantees, transferees or assigns shall authorize the revocation of the Special Use as hereby 

authorized. 

 SECTION 7: That the Village Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish this 

Ordinance in pamphlet form and to record this Ordinance in the office of the Recorder of Deeds of 

Lake County, Illinois at Applicants’ expense. 

  SECTION 8:  That this Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act 

of a home rule municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms 

contrary to the provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or, (b) legislate in a 

manner or regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law.  It is the intent of the 

corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance 

should be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law in 

that regard within its jurisdiction. 

 SECTION 7:  That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 

approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

WHEREAS, the Board of Zoning Appeals has filed its report with the President and Board of 

Trustees containing its written findings that the requested variation conforms to the standards for variations 

set forth in Article 13.07-E of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield and recommending that the 

President and Board of Trustees grant the requested variation to permit the construction of a new single-

family residence on the Subject Property with a 30-foot front yard setback in lieu of the 37-foot front yard 

setback otherwise required as an established front yard setback under Article 2.02-D, Paragraph 1, of the 

Zoning Ordinance; 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF 

TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD, LAKE AND COOK COUNTIES, ILLINOIS, in 

the exercise of its home rule powers, as follows: 

SECTION 1: That the findings of fact and recommendation of the Board of Zoning Appeals 

are concurred in and adopted as the findings of fact of the President and Board of Trustees. 

SECTION 2: That the Petitioners have proven to the satisfaction of the Board of Zoning 

Appeals and the Board of Trustees that strict enforcement of the requirements of Article 2.02-D, 

Paragraph 1, of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield will pose practical difficulty or 

unnecessary hardship as applied to the following described Subject Property unless varied as 

provided herein: 

Lot 2 in the Hope Resubdivision of Part of the Southwest Quarter of Section 29, 
Township 43 North, Range 12 East of the Third Principal Meridian, in Lake County, 
Illinois. 

 
 SECTION 3: That a variation from the strict provisions of Article 2.02-D, Paragraph 1, of 

the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield, as amended, is hereby granted with respect to the 

Subject Property so as to permit the construction of a new single-family residence on the Subject 

Property with a 30-foot front yard setback in lieu of the 37-foot established front yard setback that 

would otherwise be required by Article 2.02-D, Paragraph 1, all in accordance with and to the extent 

provided by the following documents depicting the nature and extent of the addition to be 

constructed on the Subject Property and the resulting encroachment into the established 37-foot front 

yard setback: (i) Plot Plan depicting proposed 2-story residence for model home at Cherry Street and 

Somerset Avenue; (ii) drawing for model home at 1105 Cherry Street by McAlpine Architects, Inc., 

Sheet A1; and, (iii); the supporting documents, materials and testimony submitted by Petitioners 

which are hereby incorporated by this reference and made a part of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5:  That this Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act 

of a home rule municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms 

contrary to the provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or, (b) legislate in a 

manner or regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law.  It is the intent of the 

corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance 

should be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law 

in that regard within its jurisdiction. 

SECTION 6:  That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 

approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

2010 Property Tax Levy and Abatement

It is time to consider the adoption of an ordinance levying property taxes for tax year 2010. The
amount of the Village levy was determined in the approved FY 2010/11 budget. The total levy,
as indicated in the budget, required by bond ordinances, and requested and approved by the
Library, is $7,971,894. This is the pre-abatement number. The breakdown of the levy is
indicated in the column marked "2010 Levy Budget" in Exhibit A.

The accumulated increases amount to a proposed total levy increase from 2009 that is greater
than 5% -- it is therefore necessary to hold a Truth in Taxation hearing prior to approval of this
levy. The hearing notice was published in the November 25, 2010 edition of the Deerfield
Review and scheduled for the Board meeting on December 6, 2010.

Also contemplated in the budget and continuing past practice is to abate the debt service levy
for the 2003 issue using alternate revenues (water fund revenue) available to the Village. As
was also discussed during the budget that, dependent on the end of the year results for FY
2009/10 and the operating results year to date for the FY 2010/11 budget, additional
abatements could be considered for the 2008 issue and a portion of the 2010 issue. Although
the General Fund did operate at a loss in FY 09/10, the shortfall was not as severe as projected
due to a reduced capital projects transfer and operating results in the current budget will allow
for the complete abatement of the 2008 issue debt service levy and the non-WRF portion of the
2010 issue debt service levy. As shown in Exhibit A and detailed in Exhibit C the total proposed
debt service abatement amounts to $1,350,982, which leaves a net debt service levy of
$502,484. This represents the debt service for the WRF portion of the 2010 issue, net of the
Build America Bond (BAB) rebate.

The change to the levy for 2010 was thoroughly discussed during the budget deliberations and
the WRF levy is 92% of the increase in levy of $544,603. As presented during the budget and
various discussions on funding the WRF improvements the Village has a very low revenue
structure for sewer dedicated funding. Exhibit F, attached, presents a survey of surrounding
towns and the average bill for sewer. The current total annual cost in Deerfield is substantially
below most other towns. The proposed 2010 levy, WRF portion, adds about $50 to the example
residence ($500k value). The future required funding for the WRF, under the same issuance
conditions without any abatements, would add an additional $160 to the property tax bill. This
would bring the total sewer related charges for this sample resident to approximately $490 per
year.

The Library is requesting a 5% increase in their levy for operations. It appears that due to the
timing, market conditions and schedule of work necessary for the improvements the Library will
not need to issue debt until later in 2011 which will result in their first debt service levy on the
2011 taxes.

Thus, the overall increase in the combined levy is 11.7% or $691,353. I am projecting a less
than 1% increase in the EAV for next year. Exhibit B recaps five years of levies including the



proposed 2010 levy. The total levy was decreased in 2000 and was unchanged from 2001
through 2004. The levy was increased in 2005 to capture a portion of the revenue from TIF #1
that came into the overall EAV that year, but was essentially unchanged in 2006, 2007 and
2008. The estimated proposed 2010 rate would still be a lower rate than at any time prior to
2006.

In regards to the Scavenger Fund, as you know, the rate the resident pays for this service has
remained fixed for a number of years, while the costs of providing this service grows each year
by a minimum of the CPI plus personnel costs (for leaf pickup) to a lesser extent. The only
sources of funding for this service are through user fees and the property tax levy. The levy
increase for this purpose is 5% or $42,068. The current contract expires on March 31, 2011
and negotiations are ongoing for service after this date. It appears that the cost of service will
increase with the new contract and the Board will need to address the breakdown of revenue
between direct user charges and the property tax.

As to future levies, we believe it is prudent to continue to adjust the levy to provide for the
additional revenue necessary to sustain operations and continue funding the infrastructure
needs. One proposed scenario is shown in Exhibit D. This provides projections through the
2013 levy. This projection shows an approximate 4% annual increase in the General Fund levy
and higher increases in the Refuse levy to offset the increase in annual costs and insure break
even for this fund. Also projected in tax year 2011 is a $1.6 million increase for the WRF capital
expenditures debt service levy. Also in 2011 would be the first year of the Library debt service
levy of approximately $857,000 for the improvement plan approved by the November 2
referendum.

Exhibit E shows the effect of this proposed scenario (Village only levy) on a median priced
house in the Village. As indicated previously, the total bill rises annually from 2009 to 2013
primarily due to the capital project funding.

A continuing problem is the effect on the EAV of the prolonged down turn in the real estate
market. This primarily affects the Village tax rate and not the levy as we are a home rule
community and will have our entire levy extended by the County. Although the net effect is to
increase the rate slightly, the average taxpayer should not see an effect on the dollars owed to
the Village as long as their relative EAV stays the same with respect to the overall EAV of the
Village.

The ordinances adopting the levy and abating portions of the levy for the bond issues are
attached. I recommend you seek Board approval of them.

The estimated total property taxes to be levied for 2010 are
$7,971,894. This represents a 34.5% increase over the previous year.
Any notice which includes any information not specified and required
by this Article shall be an invalid notice.

All hearings shall be open to the public. The corporate authority of the
taxing district must explain the reasons for the proposed levy and shall
permit persons desiring to be heard an opportunity to present
testimony within reasonable time limits as the authority determines.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

The Village of Deerfield has received proposals from professional design consultants to complete Phase II Engineering Design
Services for two infrastructure replacement projects within the Village. The limits of reconstruction for the first project are
Heather Road between Deerfield Road and Manor Drive. The limits of reconstruction for the second project are Lake Eleanor
Drive from Wilmot Road to the west end of Lake Eleanor Drive. The objective of the Phase II Engineering Services contract
will be to provide a refined scope of work for the project, prepare cost estimates, prepare design plans and bidding documents,
and consult with staff regarding green construction methods that may be utilized to build the project. The projects are currently
targeted for construction, in the year 2012, within the Village of Deerfield five-year Capital Improvement Program.

The original roadways and utilities were built in the late 1950’s and have reached the end of their design life. The roadways are
in poor condition due to unsuitable sub-grade conditions caused by a combination of soils with inadequate bearing capacity and
water main breaks. The existing storm sewer and sanitary sewers have deteriorated, in part due to age, and will likely require
rehabilitation and point repairs. As such, the projects are expected to include water main replacement and roadway replacement,
with additional work items still needing to be defined. More details regarding the scope of work and an estimated cost of
construction will become available as the design progresses.

The Village requested proposals from three professional design consultants to perform Phase II Engineering Design Services.
The budget for this work in the FY 2010-2011 budget is $100,000. The Village received three proposals as follows:

 V3 Companies of Illinois, Ltd.(V3); Woodridge, Illinois $80,112
 Gewalt Hamilton Associates, Inc.; Vernon Hills, Illinois $81,000
 Hampton, Lenzini, and Renwick, Inc.; Elgin, Illinois $94,861

Of the three proposals received, GHA presented the most cost effective and comprehensive approach, while meeting the time
frame and requirements requested by the Engineering Department. GHA has extensive experience performing work of similar
scope and is familiar with the permitting requirements for this type of project. They have successfully completed several projects
within the Village in the past. Some of the projects they have completed within the Village include Wilmot Road construction
observation, Waukegan Road at Deerfield high school intersection design, and Crabtree Lane design and construction
observation. The Director of Public Works and Engineering recommends that the Phase II Engineering Design Services
Contract for the Heather Road and Lake Eleanor Drive Reconstruction Projects be awarded to GHA for an amount not to exceed
$81,000.

Road Reconstruction

The Village of Deerfield has received proposals from professional design consultants to provide
Phase I Engineering Services in preparation for the reconstruction of Deerfield Road between
Rosemary Terrace and the eastern Village limit. Though the refined scope of the actual
construction work will not be determined until the Phase I Engineering Services begins, the
Department anticipates the project scope to include a full removal and replacement of utilities,
traffic signals, and roadway.

In recent conversations with the Lake County Division of Transportation (LCDOT), Lake
County officials have expressed interest in a Jurisdictional Transfer of Deerfield Road within the
Village of Deerfield corporate limits. A Jurisdictional Transfer would give ownership of the
route over to the LCDOT once construction is complete. Maintenance of traffic signals, utility
operations, and snow/ice removal would remain the responsibility of the Village as part of the
agreement.

Though the details of the Jurisdictional Transfer have not been finalized, the County has agreed
to fund 100% (mainly through federal aid programs) of the construction and construction
engineering costs provided that the Village commit to funding Phase I and Phase II Engineering
Services. Other projects that have been funded through the Federal Aid Process, such as Wilmot
Road between Lake Cook Road and Deerfield Road, have also required that the Village cover the
up front engineering costs.

As with all federally funded projects a Phase I Engineering report is required before a project can
move into Phase II Design Engineering. The Phase I Engineering portion of the work will
include a comprehensive investigation of all utilities, roadway geometrics, pavement conditions,
bridge condition, green construction methodology, and environmental impacts. The Phase I
report will be presented to the Illinois Department of Transportation, the LCDOT, and the
Village of Deerfield for acceptance prior to receiving notice to proceed with the design phase.

The Department has budgeted for a portion of Phase I Engineering Services, $75,000, within the
2010-2011 fiscal year and has spread the remainder of the engineering costs over the next two
fiscal years. The estimated cost of Phase II Design Engineering Services will not be known until
the scope of work for the project has been refined. The consultant will provide a construction
cost estimate as part of the contract. Due to the federal funding process, the construction will not
be underway until 2013.
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On November 5, 2010 the Village of Deerfield accepted proposals from professional design
consultants for Phase I Engineering Services. Each of the engineering firms exhibits the
qualifications to perform the work. However, the selection process of the Public Works and
Engineering Department consists of a complete review of the proposed cost and the firm’s
experience with projects of similar size and scope.

The results of the proposals are as follows:

Budgeted amount, in FY 2010-2011 $75,000

Of the five proposals received, CBBEL presented the most comprehensive and cost effective approach,
while meeting the time frame and requirements requested by the Village. CBBEL has extensive
experience with performing work of similar scope and is more familiar with the federal funding
process. They have successfully completed projects of similar scope throughout the Chicago area,
including large reconstruction projects for, but not limited to, the Illinois Department of Transportation,
the LCDOT, and the Cook County Highway Department. The Director of Public Works and
Engineering recommends that the Phase I Engineering Services Contract for Deerfield Road
Reconstruction be awarded to CBBEL in an amount not to exceed $168,560.

9. Speakers shall respect the decorum of the public meeting and the authority of the 

Mayor to decide questions of order 
 
The following rules shall apply to speakers at Village Advisory Board and Commission meetings: 
 

1. Speakers shall identify themselves and their address; 
2. Remarks are limited to 5 minutes; 
3. Remarks shall be related to a matter in the purview of the Advisory Board or 

Commission;  
4. Speakers shall address the board and not the audience; 
5. If the room has a podium, remarks shall be made from the podium.  If no podium, the 

speaker shall make remarks from the location designed by the Board/Commission 
Chair; 

6. Speakers shall return to their seat and/or leave at the end of remarks and questions 
from the Board members; 

7. Speakers shall refrain from repetition;

Summary of Background and Reason for Request 
 
 
Following the recent consideration to permit the 24-hour Walgreens at 780 Waukegan Road to sell beer 
and wine, the petitioner and staff noted that the Municipal Code does not list drug stores as one of the 
exceptions allowing the hours of business to extend beyond the hours when alcohol sales from stores are 
permitted.  In addition, staff confirmed that the Jewel/Osco in Deerbrook Mall also has historically been 
open until midnight on weekdays, extending beyond the 11 p.m. time limit for alcohol sales.  Staff has 
confirmed with Jewel/Osco that alcohol sales are not permitted after 11 p.m. and no issues have been 
reported concerning the hour differential.  
 
As a result of the different sales and business hours, the Village Attorney was asked to prepare an 
ordinance to address the matter. 
 
Staff and the Village Attorney will be available to review this item and respond to questions from the 
Board.  Please note that staff is requesting waiver of the first reading so that the store operations can take 
place according to Municipal Code requirements.

 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 3-11 OF THE 
 DEERFIELD MUNICIPAL CODE TO PERMIT CERTAIN DRUG AND  

GROCERY STORES WITH LIQUOR SALES AREAS TO REMAIN OPEN 
DURING HOURS WHEN ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR MAY NOT BE SOLD

WHEREAS, a Class B Special Use has been authorized to permit the Walgreen’s retail drug store 

at 780 Waukegan Road in the Deerfield Square Shopping Center to engage in the retail package sale of 

beer and wine in an area of the drug store not to exceed two percent (2%) of the total sales floor area as an 

accessory use to a drug store; and, 

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield have authorized an additional 

Class B liquor license to be issued to permit the retail package sale of beer and wine at the Walgreen’s 

drug store pursuant to said Class B Special Use; and, 

WHEREAS, the Walgreen’s drug store at 780 Waukegan Road is open 24 hours a day for the 

conduct of its principal business as a retail drug store, but will be prohibited pursuant to Section 3-

11(a)(1) of the Deerfield Municipal Code from engaging in the retail package sale of beer and wine 

between the hours of 11 o’clock p.m. and 6 o’clock a.m. on each day of the week (the “liquor closing 

hours”); and, 

WHEREAS, the Jewel/Osco grocery and drug store at 16 South Waukegan Road is open after 11 

o’clock p.m. for the conduct of its principal business of a grocery and drug store, but will be prohibited 

pursuant to Section 3-11(a)(1) of the Deerfield Municipal Code from engaging in the retail package sale 

of alcoholic beverages between the hours of 11 o’clock p.m. and 6 o’clock a.m. on each day of the week; 

and 
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WHEREAS, unless an exception to Section 3-11(a)(3) is authorized, public health, safety and 

welfare will be injured because Walgreens will be prohibited by 3-11(a)(3) of the Deerfield Municipal 

Code from keeping the drug store at 780 Waukegan Road open for its principal retail drug store business 

during the liquor closing hours; and 

WHEREAS, unless an exception to Section 3-11(a)(3) is authorized, public health, safety and 

welfare will be injured because Jewel/Osco will be prohibited by 3-11(a)(3) of the Deerfield Municipal 

Code from keeping the grocery and drug store at 16 South Waukegan Road open for its principal grocery 

and drug store business during the liquor closing hours; and 

WHEREAS, Section 3-11(a)(3) of the Deerfield Municipal Code permits certain alcoholic liquor 

establishments such as restaurants, clubs and hotels to remain open for the conduct of other permitted 

business not involving the sale or delivery of alcoholic liquor during liquor closing hours; and 

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield have determined that Section 3-

11 of the Deerfield Municipal Code should be further amended to authorize drug stores that are licensed 

to engage in the retail package sale of beer and wine as an accessory use to remain open for the conduct of 

other permitted drug store business, not involving the sale or delivery of alcoholic liquor, during liquor 

closing hours; and 

WHEREAS, the corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield have determined that Section 3-

11 of the Deerfield Municipal Code should be further amended to authorize grocery and drug stores that 

are licensed to engage in the retail package sale of alcoholic beverages to remain open for the conduct of 

other permitted grocery and drug store business, not involving the sale or delivery of alcoholic liquor, 

during liquor closing hours;  
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES 

OF THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD, LAKE AND COOK COUNTIES, ILLINOIS, in the exercise of its 

home rule powers, as follows: 

SECTION 1: That the above and foregoing recitals, being material to this Ordinance, are hereby 

incorporated into and made a part of this Ordinance as if fully set forth herein. 

SECTION 2: That Section 3-11 (“Closing Hours”) of Chapter 3 (“Alcoholic Beverages”) of the 

Deerfield Municipal Code be and the same is hereby amended to read as follows (additions are indicated by 

underscoring and deletions are indicated by strikethrough markings): 

(a)  No person shall: 
 

(1) Sell or offer for sale alcoholic liquor in the original package for consumption off 
the premises between the hours of eleven o’clock (11:00) p.m. and six o’clock a.m. on each 
day of the week; 

 
(2) Sell, offer for sale or give away alcoholic liquor for consumption on the premises 

between the hours of one o’clock (1:00) a.m. and six o’clock a.m. on each day of the week, 
except on New Year’s Eve when such sales shall be permitted to continue until two o’clock 
a.m. except in the case of any licensees who shall have received a notice of violations of any 
of the provisions of this chapter from the local liquor control commissioner during the 
current license year. 

 
(3) Keep open for business or to admit the public to any premises in or on which 

alcoholic liquor is sold at retail during the hours within which the sale of such alcoholic 
liquor is prohibited; provided, that restaurants, clubs, and hotels, grocery and drug stores 
where the retail package sale of alcoholic beverages is authorized establishments and drug 
stores where the retail package sale of beer and wine is authorized as an accessory use may 
be kept open during such hours but no alcoholic liquor may be sold to or consumed by the 
public, employees or the membership during such hours. 

 
SECTION 3: That this Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act of a 

home rule municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms contrary to the 

provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or, (b) legislate in a manner or regarding a 

matter not delegated to municipalities by state law.  It is the intent of the corporate authorities of the 

Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance should be inconsistent with any non-

preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law in that regard within its jurisdiction. 
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SECTION 4: That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, 

approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.
