WHEREAS, Christ United Methodist Church, the owner of certain property commonly known as
600 Deerfield Road, and the Deerfield Community Nursery School (the “Applicants”), have petitioned the
Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield for a text amendment to Article 9.02-A of the Zoning
Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield to permit, in lieu of a wall identification sign, one (1) ground
identification sign not exceeding ten (10) square feet in area per sign face for a childcare facility which is
operated in conjunction with a place of worship in a residential district; and,

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield held a public hearing on January 13,
2011 to consider said text amendment, said hearing being held pursuant to public notice and conforming in
all respects, in both manner and form, with the requirements of the statutes of the State of Illinois and the
Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield; and,

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield, after considering the evidence and
supporting materials presented at said hearing, submitted its report and findings of fact to the Board of
Trustees of the Village of Deerfield recommending a text amendment to the Zoning Ordinance of the
Village of Deerfield to permit, in lieu of an otherwise permitted wall identification sign, certain ground
identification signs for childcare facilities operated in conjunction with a place of worship in a residential

district; and,



WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield concur in the
recommendation of the Plan Commission and have determined that it is in the best interests of the
Village of Deerfield that the text of the Zoning Ordinance be amended as provided herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF
TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD, LAKE AND COOK COUNTIES, ILLINOIS;, in
the exercise of its home rule powers, as follows:

SECTION 1: That Paragraph 1 (ldentification Signs) of Article 9.02-A (Residential
Districts) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield, as amended, be and the same is
hereby further amended to add the following as subparagraph f. thereof:

f. Ground Identification Signage for a Childcare Facility which is operated in
conjunction with a Place of Worship.

1) Number and Content
There shall not be more than one (1) ground identification sign for each
zoning lot. Such sign shall indicate only the name and/or address and logo of
the childcare facility. No more than two (2) temporary sign panels may be
located below the permanent sign. A ground sign for a childcare facility
operated in conjunction with a place of worship may only be utilized in lieu
of a wall sign for such childcare facility.

(2) Area
No ground identification sign shall have more than two (2) sign faces. The
gross surface area of the sign shall not exceed ten (10) square feet per face.
Temporary sign panels cannot exceed one (1) square foot in area per face.

3) Location
Ground identification sign shall be located on the same zoning lot as the
principal use to which they are accessory.

(4)  Height
Ground identification signs shall have a maximum height not to exceed four
(4) feet above grade.



SECTION 2: That this Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act
of a home rule municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms
contrary to the provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or, (b) legislate in a
manner or regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law. It is the intent of the
corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance
should be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law
in that regard within its jurisdiction.

SECTION 3: That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage,
approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

Every three years, the Village is required to re-authorize participation in the Intergovernmental Personnel
Benefit Cooperative (IPBC) health insurance pool. The [PBC covers over 9,300 employees from 59
municipalities and public entities. Its average cost increase is 6.3% over the last 5 years and 5.5% the last two
years. Given market trends and IPBC’s ciforts to improve operating efticiency, staff recommends continued
participation from July 1, 2011 through Junc 30, 2014.

SUBJECT: Continuing Participation in the IPBC

The Village joined the Intergovernmental Personnel Benefit Cooperative (IPBC) in May,
2003 to provide a better method for the financing of the heaith and life insurance
benefits for covered Village employees and the Library and Park District, who have
historically been part of our benefit plan. The pool is reestablished every three years by
the affirmative vote of each member’s governing body; the last reauthorization was in
July, 2008. Thus, it is necessary to reauthorize the Village's membership if we are to
remain in the pool for the next three years starting July 1, 2011.

Over the past four years, the Village’s average PPO premium increase has been just
under 5%. The pool, which currently consists of over 59 municipalities and other
agencies and over 9,300 employees, has grown over this period and has provided a
funding mechanism that is unavailable on our own or in the private market. The pool
members are primarily directly responsible for the first $30,000 in claims per employes,
a level which is most directly a function of their individual plan design. Over that
amount, pool members share or reinsure higher claims. A number of changes to the
funding mechanism has allowed the pool to self-insure this higher coverage and benefit
from good claim years.

In the operational area, the pool has consclidated the provision of pharmacy benefits
and has realized savings in excess of 2% of the total premium by changing to Medco.
Additional pharmacy review procedures will be instituted later this year that will result in
additional savings. The pool has recently developed its first comprehensive strategic
plan which will guide its path over the next four years. A fact sheet prepared by the pooci
is attached which presents additional aspects of the pool.

IPBC has become the premier municipal pool in the state and has attracted continued
interest from other towns seeking membership. It is based on this performance and
outlook that | recommend the Village maintain membership and approve the resolution,
attached, authorizing its continuation in the pool for another three years beginning July
1,2011.

Bob Fialkowski, Finance Director, Village of Deerfield

“...I believe the most important henefit of joining the pool is the future flexibility provided in
designing a health benefits program within the budget set forth by the Village each year and access to
innovative strategies to deal with the continued provision of these benefits to our employees. There
have been quite a number of articles recently in the local and national press concerning the widespread
expert opinion of 15% annual increases in employer-provided health insurance into the future and the
unknown effect of the recent major changes to come due to the Federal health insurance biil. To deal
with these types of increases and rapid changes, we need to be able to offer a menu of alternatives
designed to share a greater responsibility for choosing and managing cost-effective health care with
the employees. With 175 lives, we are not big enough on our own to offer a cafeteria of options to
effect this transfer of decision-meking. But as part of a pool of like-minded and similarly situated
municipalities, membership in the [PBC will enable us to share and pool, with a larger number of
covered employees, alternatives such as high-deductible plans or healthcare reimbursement
arrangeinents. It also gives us access to consultants who can evaluate our individual circumstances
along with the pool as an entity and offer cost effective programs to deal with the rising cost of these
benefits.”
