AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE
OF THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD REGARDING THE
DEFINITION OF ATTICS AND THE MEASUREMENT OF ATTICS
FOR THE PURPOSE OF DETERMINING FLOOR AREA RATIO

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield held a public hearing on June
25,2009 upon the application of the Village of Deerfield to consider text amendments to the Zoning
Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield regarding the definition of “attic,” and measurement of attic
space for the purpose of determining floor area ratio; and,

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission of the Village of Deerfield, after considering the evidence
and supporting materials presented at said hearing, has submitted its written report and findings of
fact to the Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield recommending that the Zoning Ordinance be
amended to add a definition of “attic” and to clarify that all attic space 7 feet in height or more,
finished or unfinished, is included in determining floor area ratio; and,

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Deerfield concur in the
recommendation of the Plan Commission and have determined that it is in the best interests of the
Village of Deerfield that the text of the Zoning Ordinance be amended as provided herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF
TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF DEERFIELD, LAKE AND COOK COUNTIES, ILLINOIS, in

the exercise of its home rule powers, as follows:



SECTION 1: That Section 14.02 (Definitions) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of
Deerfield, as amended, be and the same is hereby further amended to add the following as the
definition of “attic:”

ATTIC: The finished or unfinished space in a building located within the roof

framing and the bottom of the ceiling framing of the area below.

SECTION 2: That Article 14.01 (Rules) of Article 14 of the Zoning Ordinance of the
Village of Deerfield, as amended, be and the same is hereby further amended to add the following as
Paragraph N thereof:

14.01-N  Attic height measurement shall be taken from the underside of the roof

framing to the top of the ceiling framing of the area below.

SECTION 3: That Subparagraphs a and b of Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of
Article 4.01-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield are hereby
repealed and shall be replaced by a new Subparagraph a that shall read as follows.

a. The floor area of all attic spaces 7 feet or greater in height is included in
determining the maximum building size.

Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.01-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance
of the Village of Deerfield is hereby further amended by relettering Subparagraphs ¢ through h of
Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.01-F (Bulk Regulations) as Subparagraphs b
through g, respectively.

SECTION 4: That Subparagraphs a and b of Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of
Article 4.02-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield are hereby

repealed and shall be replaced by a new Subparagraph a that shall read as follows.



a. The floor area of all attic spaces 7 feet or greater in height is included in
determining the maximum building size.

Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.02-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance
of the Village of Deerfield is hereby further amended by relettering Subparagraphs ¢ through h of
Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.02-F (Bulk Regulations) as Subparagraphs b
through g, respectively.

SECTIONS: That Subparagraphs a and b of Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of
Article 4.03-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield are hereby
repealed and shall be replaced by a new Subparagraph a that shall read as follows.

a. The floor area of all attic spaces 7 feet or greater in height is included in
determining the maximum building size.

Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.03-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance
of the Village of Deerfield is hereby further amended by relettering Subparagraphs ¢ through h of
Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.03-F (Bulk Regulations) as Subparagraphs b
through g, respectively.

SECTION 6: That Subparagraphs a and b of Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of
Article 4.04-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Village of Deerfield are hereby
repealed and shall be replaced by a new Subparagraph a that shall read as follows.

a. The floor area of all attic spaces 7 feet or greater in height is included in
determining the maximum building size.

Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.04-F (Bulk Regulations) of the Zoning Ordinance
of the Village of Deerfield is hereby further amended by relettering Subparagraphs ¢ through h of
Paragraph 6 (Maximum Building Size) of Article 4.04-F (Bulk Regulations) as Subparagraphs b

through g, respectively.



SECTION 7: That this Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act
of a home rule municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms
contrary to the provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or, (b) legislate in a
manner or regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law. It is the intent of the
corporate authorities of the Village of Deerfield that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance
should be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law in
that regard within its jurisdiction.

SECTION 9: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage,

approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided by law.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request:

On May 15, 2009, the Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) awarded a contract for the resurfacing

of Waukegan Road between Central Avenue and North Avenue within the Village of Deerfield. The scope

of work for the project includes roadway grinding and resurfacing, pavement patching, detector loop
replacement for traffic signal's, and pavement striping. The contract was awarded to Peter Baker Construction
Co. Inc. in the amount of $1.5M.

Though Waukegan Road is under the jurisdiction of IDOT, Village sanitary sewers and water mains have
been permitted within the right of way. The project is being spearheaded by IDOT and no provisions had
been made to replace the worn Village utility frames and covers. However, the labor to remove and reset the
Village' s old frames and covers in the new surface was included. As aresult, the Village has the opportunity
to replace the worn frames and covers for material costs only.

The Public Works and Engineering Department performed inspections of the existing frames and covers
within the project limits. As aresult of the inspections, staff has determined that 112 Village owned frames
and covers need replacement. The old units will be sold for recycling at market rates, offsetting the cost of
the new material.

Quotes have been received from three vendors available in the Chicago area. The vendor quotes are as
follows: East Jordan Iron Works, Inc., $20,980; Neenah Foundry, $22,384; HD Supply, $23,978.

As part of the 2009-2010 Capital Improvement Program, $100,000 was budgeted for a Phase | Study of
Waukegan Road between Deerfield Road and North Avenue. The proposed Phase | Study has been
preempted by the IDOT resurfacing contract, leaving the funding available for the purchase of frames and
lids for utility structures. The Director of Public Works and Engineering requests that the Board of Trustees
waive the formal bidding procedure and authorize the purchase of frames and coversfor Village of
Deerfield utility structures from East Jordan Iron Works, Inc. in an amount not to exceed of $20,980.

Summary of Background and Reason for Request

There are three influent sewage lines with sewage grinders that enter the Wastewater Reclamation Facility
(WRF). The purpose of the grindersisto break up rags, sticks and other solid items that would plug
downstream pumps at the plant. These grinders operate continuously. Over time, the grinder teeth (called
“grinder pack”) must be replaced in order to continue reliable service.

The Village replaces the grinder pack for each influent line to the WRF on arotating basis every three years.
This year the grinder pack for the shallow influent sewage line needs to be replaced. Because IWC
Environmental is the proprietary manufacturer for thisregion it is not possible to obtain multiple quotes for
this equipment. However, the Village participates in an exchange program with JWC Environmental in which
credit isreceived for the old worn grinder pack core after the new pack has been installed. Based on previous
years, staff anticipates receiving a credit of approximately $3,000. Installation of the new grinder pack will be
performed by WRF personnel. This year, the replacement cost for the proposed grinder pack under the
exchange program is $17,308.

In 2007 JWC replaced the grinder pack for the deep sewage line for $19,698 and last year, replaced the
grinder pack on the shallow line similar to this one for $18,188. The WRF Superintendent requests that the
Board waive the competitive bidding process and authorize the purchase of a grinder pack from JWC
Environmental for an amount not to exceed $17,308.
