Calls for Service 
Calls for Service relate to almost every facet of 
the police opera�on. They include the inves�ga-
�on of miscellaneous complaints, the inves�ga-
�on of traffic collisions, the preliminary inves�-
ga�on of crimes, and a myriad of other services 
provided to the general public. 
 
From January 1, 2021 un�l June 30, 2021, the 
department received a total of 6,993 calls for 
service that received incident numbers. These 
calls include 911 calls, traffic stops, and other 
public service requests.     

“Calls for Service” is a term used by police to 
describe the ac�vity generated by crime com-
plaints, requests for service, and other police 
workload which cannot be categorized as either 
(A) inspec�onal service; (B) rou�ne patrol ac�vi-
ty; (C) administra�ve ac�vity; (D) �me out of 
service, such as meals, or (E) workload generat-
ed directly by the police officer, such as traffic 
or parking cita�ons.

Robbery includes Armed Robbery, Robbery, Ve-
hicular Hijacking and Aggravated Vehicular Hi-
jacking.

Motor Vehicle The� includes only Motor Vehi-
cle The�s. 
 

Arson includes Arson and Aggravated Arson. 

Index Crimes are used to indicate the amount of 
serious crimes in a given jurisdic�on as defined 
by the Interna�onal Associa�on of Chiefs of Po-
lice Commi�ee on Uniform Crime Reports. In-
dex Crimes include the following “Violent 
Crimes”: murder, criminal sexual assault, rob-
bery, aggravated ba�ery and aggravated as-
sault; and the following “Property Crimes”: bur-
glary, the�, motor vehicle the� and arson. 
 

The Crime Index is the total number of Index 
Offenses occurring within a jurisdic�on during a 
specified �me period. In the first half of 2021, 
Deerfield’s Crime Index was 295. In 2020, the 
Crime Index was 75 for the same �me period.  
 

In 2021, an addi�on was made to the The� cat-
egory to include Iden�ty The� which caused a 
substan�al increase to the total number of 
The�s and overall Crime Index.   
 

The categories that make up the Crime Index 
include the following offenses:

Reports of Iden�ty The� spiked par�ally due 
to the unemployment scams linked to the 
COVID pandemic. Police Departments na�on-
wide saw a dras�c amount of iden�ty the� 
reports once the relief package passed con-
gress. In the last six months of 2020 (July – 
December) Deerfield Police Officers took 386 
iden�ty the� report as opposed to the 32 re-
ports taken in the first half of the year prior to 
the start relief package payouts.
